An ordinance setting *» th*
tee* to be collected by the favlld*
hie ln«jvrtor with regard to th*
lo< jil building code was th* rob-
in t or a lenrtby dlscusstett at
Tuesday nights city conned
meeting. The ordinance, whleh
had been amended on a met***
by Councilman Howley wh*teeY
any alteration *r repair* ft*
mounting to less than tMe did
vot require any fee to be peii
but a permit had to be etteJft*
ed, was up for public bearing
and a local resident voiced ntf
objections.

Mr. Ignatius Spin*. Of ChWttQ
Street, expressing his view* eft
the requirement*, had stated te
the effect that people In the
city are of the opinion that re-
rardtet* of the type of repairs
or alterations, they still have te

j get permission to do the work. In
1 reading the building code, partl-
'rularly Section 201. and hearing
the ordinance, as amended, be-
Inc read, he was of the opiate*
that even If a person was te
make a change in the step* of his
porch or Inside the house, he we*
required to prodore a building
permit. This he thought was se,'
even If a person was to get t*se
lumber at no cost.
' Approximately sixty mint**

of t ie meeting were taken up
with the discussion, with the Ma-
yor and members of the Co«nefl
all. voicing their views on th*
matter, as well as City Attorney
John S. Mullane and BuOdlnV
Inspector Joseph Kudclka, Th*
Mayor and members *f th*
Council were high In praise of
Mr. Splna's remarks concerning
the Interpretation of the eede,
and they all assured him that It
he would submit hi* vt*wfc.4f ,
letter, thr* Woulrt L* consider**:
when further amendment* are
made to the code. Mayer O'Leary
and Mullane had assured the
members of the Council and the
audience that the building code

The session was further length-
ened by a resolution which was
Introduced by Councilman Char-
mello, requesting the varlnm

the bills paid by them, in the

; same manner as the council dees.
The majority of the mem ben of
the council were of the opinion
that the matter should be f*k*n
up with the respective boards by
Mr. Charmello before It Is passed*1

by the council.
When the vote was taken on

the resolution. Councilman How-
ley, Wisnlewski, VanDerveet and
Jankowskl voted against it, with
Charmello the only affirmative
vote. Mayor O'Leary spoke In re-
ference to the resolution, statin*
that the Idea behind It te good, .
but.it should be taken up with
the respective boards before it b
acted on by the council. •

Councilman VanOerveer. upon
completion of the vote, intro-
duced a motion that the city
clerk be authorised to contact thl
various boards by letter, for-
warding along a copy of the pro-
posed resolution, and ask th*m
their opinion on the matter. The '
vote on this motion was all In
favor of the Idea, with the ex-
eeitffon of CfcrtmeUo, whe stated
that "since the resolution Is only *
a request and*not a demand, I
