ing over South Amboy, and hli motor cut out. He landed on what
he thought was a grassy field, but which proved to be the mead-
ows, and broke hb biplane propellor. A replacement was rushed
from New York, and after gunning his plane down the road,
Hamilton took off again heading for New Vork City.

An Amboyan by the name of Alan R. Hawley won a long
distance free balloon contest sponsored by the New York Herald,
In 1010. Hawley wag a plant manager of the Barltan Copper Worts.
He established the first alr-mall shuttle fUgbt between New York
and Washington In 1918.

THE POST OFFICE FLIGHT
Edward C. Roddy, assistant postmaster of South Amboy In

1912, Is credited with conceiving the first authorised delivery be-
tween Perth Amboy and South Amboy. Fred Oarretaon, seated
precariously on eroosboards clutching tightly at the wing struts,

.held a mall-bag elamped between his knees. The plane was pUoted
by Oliver O. Simmons, and was equipped with pontoons, and do-
nated for the flight by the CoUler Publishing Company. The first
leg of the flight was made by a youngish newspaper reporter
named Harold Hoffffman. He flew from Seldler's Beach to South
Amboy, wore he alighted on the coal docks ,to permit Mayor Gar-
retson to make the remaining 5-mlnute "flight to the foot of Lewis
Street In Perth Amboy. The youngish reporter-passenger later
became the Governor of New Jersey.
