Bafety Bquad's acifvitiss as re-

ported by Captain §. J. MeCleud
are listed as followys. Number of
calls were 429, among which 262
were emergencles, 133  were
transports, 34 were fire calls, 2
were drills, and 5 were demon-
strations.

The above report Involved 3,847
man-hours, 5,296 miles, and 36,-
610 lbs. of oxygen.

The top men to answer calls
on the roster are J. Rush with a
credit of 234 calin ant R, Kelly
with a total of 238 calls.

In the Captain's report tor the
month of June thers ape item-
ized 90 calls out of which 87 were
emergencies, 20 were transports,
3 were tire calis, one was for drill
and one for demonstrations.
Man-hours involved $33, mlileage
was 1060, and oxygen used was
4,400 pounds.
