The Kenah brothers come to
this city from Philadelphia, and
their first business venture waa
a saloon on Augusta Street In the
year 1 $90. In 1696 the present
building on Broadway was erect-
ed and the brother* began serving
the oysters which brought them
fame. It was Patrick's wife who
supervised the preparation of
the delicious Maurice Cove
product served In any style.

Not only South Amboyans, but
people from al t sections of
Jersey and neighboring states
com* to K*nohr* for oysters.
Many prominent figures In alt
walks of Ufe frequently travelled
great distances for the doilco-
cloe.
