A new department has been
innugurated at the Middiesex
Rehabtlitation and Polio Hoapl-
tal, aocording to Maurice Deor-
sen, Administrator of the Nortk
‘Brunawick institution as s part
of its expanding oprogram de~
signed to meet the nseds of the
surrounding area. Speech thera-
py will be avaliable this Fall on
an out-patient basis. Both adultls
and children are eligible te apply
for admission through thelr
