The year 1957 will see some
3*800,90 servloettnen and their
dependent* become eligible for
participation in the regular
federal Social Security program.
It will also mark the end of the
$10,000 free Hfe Insurance policy
previously granted to oil serv-
icemen, trt Its place the armed
forces w4U Initiate s new coro-
pensa'.fon pkui for the survivors
of men who die of servke-ewn-
neetetd causes.

These changes stem from the
so-called Servicemen's and Vet-
erans' Survivor Benefit* Act
approved by the hurt Congress.
The law provides brooder sur-
vivor and retirement benefits to
members' of the armed services
as a. key part of Che Defense De-
partment's campaign to make a
military career more attractive.
The campaign Is expected to
conrtlnlgc: in the next Congress
with proposals for selective pay
Increases, better housing and
bettor* food rations.

Tbe new Iww hrings military
personnel permanently withiii
tine Social Security system. Be-
irin|ning with the first of the
year they will start contribut-
ing 4'/« per cent of their basic
pay Into the Social Security
fund, with a mailmtim annual
deduction of SB4.50.

With the Social Security
credit a career serviceman will
have two sources of Itu-oine up-
on his. retirement—Social Se-
curity and his military retire-
ment pay. For the draftee or
nhort-Uxne recruit It will mean
his hitch in uniform no longer
will be Just so much lost time In
computing Social Security ben-
efits.

The law also establishes a
new benefits plaa for depend-
ents of servicemen who die of
service-connected causes—eith-
er In peace or war. The plan re-
places t ie $10,000 free Insur-
ance policy covering all per-
sonnel in the amied services.
And- after Jan. 1 servicemen
leaving the service, with no
service-connected disability will
not be eUfVbie for the f 10.000
in veterans insurance.

The new ' survivors benefit
plan will provide a more bal-
wldowa, espeoiaily In laier life,
ttneed level ot payments to
and eliminate differences in
payments between refular and
reserve servicemen and be-
tween wartime and peacetime
deaths.

Unlder the new plan, the
widow of a servtcffloan who dies
of service-connected causes will
receive monthly payments of
$112 plus 112 per cent of the
servicemen'! monthly basic pay
as long as she remains unmar-
ried.
The law also provides a death

gratuity for survivors of serv-
icemen who diet) while on ac-
tive duty. The death gratuity.
based on six months' pay of
the d e c e a s e d serviceman,
ranges from a minimum of $800
to a maximum of $3,000.
