the Rarftan. the natives were the RariUns, a branch of * h e V«nnJ"
I>naiM> tribe. They had a considerable slse-d village • » « • « »
now Morgan and were a peaeenhh- urmtp. However, the more
war-lHce Iroquols, the confederate of five tribes who lives
In the Finger Ijikes region of Whrt is now New Vork State. *««"«
raid thetr peaceable brothers to roh <hrm of their supplies galnea
by^-flshlng, clamming, alnd hunUm In and iabout Rarttan Bay.

Throughout *hl« Teglon. the only memorials left of the ori-
ginal Inhabitants are ipJare namrs and a few people whose an-
cestors married Indians.

Rsrltan. Railway. Metuchen. Delaware. Chee*eo,uafce. IWaU-
wan. Pofoatcong. Raneoca*. and Piscalaway are derived from In-
dkln names, the last In » roundahoiit way. The first settlers of
Plscataway had settled In Maine along the Piscataqua River
and later removed to New Jersey. In South Jersey at Rencocas,
there Is a small group of Indian*.

So far as authentic records can supply us wtthf Information,
the first white man to mil along our coast and to leave evldehee
of his explorations, was Giovanni DrVcTrasano. a Florentine who
was the pilot of a French ship sent out by Francis I to search for
the Northwest Passage. The map or chart which he drew can be
seen fn the Vatican in Rome. The contour of Rarltan Bay «•
easily recognisable.

To understand the history of this vicinity. It Is necessary to
know the general facts which apply to what *» now Middlesex
County and the State of New Jersey.

Around what is now Jersey City, a few Dutchmen settled
and In South Jersey along the Delaware, a Swedish colony de-
veloped. This was conquered In 1G55 by Peter (Peg Leg) Stay-
vesant, the fourth and Iasfc governor of Amsterdam. He. In turn,
fn 1664 was compelled to surrender to the English, ending Dutch
and Swedish rule in America—but not the Dutch and Swedea
wfrto multiplied, prospered, «nd spread Into new areas in Jersey.
The King of England gave the conquered (territory to hia
brother, phe Duke of York, who sold it to twelve proprietors. Then
sold part of their grants until there were twenty-four 'proprietor*
The land mow called New Jersey w*s Nova Caesarea or New Jer-
sey in honor of Carterefs home in thr Isle of Jersey.

In 1682, the Colony was divided Into East and West Jer-
sey, their respective capitals being Burlington aVtd Perth Am-
feoy, East Jersey was divided Into four counties: Bergen, Essex,
Middlesex and Monmouth. The last three were named for shire*
or counties In Dngland. Altogether, there were seven counties in
Jersey. Middlesex In 1682 included most of the present Somerset
County.

The first reference to South Amboy I have ever found con-
cerns the pottery Industry. Professor Isaac Broom* claims that he
found an old kiln fire hole, near South Amboy dating from the
Hue of the Dutch settlement. As Sou'.ih Amboy then Included
the land between the Raritan Bay on the east. Mounts Mill near
Engiishtown dm, the west. Cheesequake Creek on the south, and
the South River <An the north. It would be difficult today to pin-
point its location. At that time Dr. Daniel Cox was I/he proprietor
at this section. His son had a pottery in BurL'ftgton. Many of the
proprietors did not come to America but sent their agents, as
did Cox.

In the record of West Jersey. Court Book In 1685, a suit was
brought In which South Amboy is mentioned. A potter contracted)
to make as good a grade of pottery as that produced in England.
Failing, he was tued. Hts defense was that he c.outd not obtain
good clay. In rebuttal the court was informed that if he had ob-
tained clay from South AmJboy, he would have clay equal to any
in England. So from the early days of our history. South Amboy

had the distinction of being able to supply a superior product.
