cornw from the liquor store.

The auto aped away after the
robbery, hut Ivans said he saw
no one emerge from the store.

State Police in We*t Tren-
ton, Zimmerman added, were
analysing rope used to tie the
proprietor and Dr. Edward Sul-
livan, a Sayreville dentist, who
entered the store while the
holdup was In progTeM. .
