Mayor Josepli < h.ymollo is-

problems. The text:

"The final adoption of the
]!»,">7 budget produced the high-
est tax rate that was ever lui~
p,osed upon the taxpayers of
the city, It has been presently
announced at 7.77 which Is an
increase of 173 points above the
C.04 tax rate of 1956.

"The main reason given by
tbe members of the council for
the Increased tax rate Is due
to the loss of nearly $61,000 in
revenue from the gross receipts
tax. Tbat Is a true statement
but we can not forget the fact
that when the city received the
additional $200,000 in revenue
from Gross receipts in 1954,
the council appropriated prac-
tically every penny of the in-
crease toward the regular oper-
ations of the Htv. Every de-
apartment was expanded, Jot*
were handed out freely, in-
creases were reflected in every
other expense account and the
result was that in less than two
years the total general appro-
priations of the city had sky-
rocketed a quarter of a million
dollars.

"It is my opinion that if the.
new revenue from the gross re-
ceipts tax was appropriated in
a more economic manner the
taxpayers of 1956 would not be
jolted with the 173 point in-
crease.

"Handing out a $1,000 raise
to a part time employee, city
electrician John Dooling, who
is paid by voucher for any work
that he does, can hardly be
«Hass4fied as economy by the
members of the council. I'can
readily imagine the taxpayers
feelfngs concerning this $1,000
raise in lieu of a 7.77 tax rate.

"The Board of Education
•pending 92,500 of the tax-
payers money for an inspection
of the school expansion after
the project was completed was
an utter disregard for the tax-
payer's pockefbook. There was
nothing that the building in-
spector poin'teid oVit that could
not have been seen physically
by any member of the Board of
Education In performing h I s
regular duties as a commission-
er of thafBoard.

"The street sweeper which is
costing an additional $10,000
per year is an item that I voted
for as councilman. The reason
being that the people that 1
represented In the Fourth
and rightfully so, due to the
unsanitary conditions of the
gutters of their streets. I sin-
cerely believed that the street
sweeper would be the answer
to the many complaints. I was
also led to believe that if the
city sweeper was hired this ad-
ditional cost would be balanced
by reduction in manpower in
the regular sanitary crew.

But Waters, a Middlesex
County probation officer, be-
lieves delinquents ran emerge
from "upp*r bracket11 homes,
too.

His pre-sentence reports to law
courts bear considerable weight
when a Judge must decide a
Juvenile delinquent or adult
criminals fate. "We are the
'eyes and ears' of the law
courts." Waters says.

Waters, of 228 David Street,
must Investigate the sociologi-
cal background of persons
either convicted or suspected of
crimes. He does the leg work
for the Judge who passes sen-
tence.

If Water's appraisal shows a
£lnquent adult or Juvenile

can "go straight" with another
chance—the Judge might be
more lenient. Water's Inquiry
must Include checks of the sus-
pect's home, friends, educa-
tional background and religious
life.

Waters, a father of two chil-
dren, believes a sound home,
School and religious life help
create first class citizens.

His father, former Perth Am-
boy City Commissioner Albert
O, Waters brought athletic
stadiums to that city during the
1930 depression.

8chool In 1928. He played foot-
ball and baseball there.

Waters later graduated from
Notre Dame University's school
of sociology and the Newark
School at Lavt /now Rutgers
Law School). He taught low I.
