It Is contended by the rail-
road that it Is not opposed to
•he building of the bridge, pro-
vided the stair plcXs up 85 per
cent of the bill. Sayrevllle Por-
oufh Attorney Joseph T. Kar-
cher; John E. Mullane, South
AmDfoy City Attorney, and Sam-
uel V. Convery, Counly Solici-
tor, have pressed the railroad
for action since the present de-
plorable conditions have exist-
ed. They are of the opinion that
tf the state be called upon to
bear 85 per cent of the cost,
the new bridge will t* UuUt
whenever the state has funds
available, which may be next
year, or ten years hence.

It's a battle to the end, with
the railroad putting up a stern
«fht to see that their end is
protected . . . It U easily un-
derstood that the RR Is aware
of the need for reconstruction
of the bridge, but the point is,
when Is the actual work, which
is vitally necessary, going- to
ootnmerice?

Parcel Post (the fourth class mall classification) i* still operat-
ing at a deficit, and is thus subsidised by tl:; taxpayers, despite
the rate increases Mr. Summeifield mentioned. And parcel post
imposes a heivy burdt.i on the department's piyslcal facilities
that are now in need of mcierniiation and expansion—for It ac-
<yunts for more than 5G per eenl of the weight of all domestic
mall.

MakSnr the user to pay the full cost of parcel past service
would both relieve pressure on the post office department, and
on the strained Federal treasury Itself. And this would help the
department, to quote Mr. Summerfteld again, to " . . . contri-
bute its Share to the balancing of the Federal Budget, so esst'Mial
to the economic well-being and security of 170 million Amer-
icana."
