The New JFersey Bell Tele-
phone Co. filed with the Staie
Publie Utilitles Commission
new rate schedules desizned to
increase annyal gross operad-

The new schedules are subject
to review by ihe Commisslon.
It is the first basic mouthly
rate increase by the comwpany
since 1949,

The baslc monthly rate for
residence telephones would be
ralsed An average of 40 cents.
Basle monthiy rates for busi-
ness telephones would go up an
avorage of $1.12; resikdence ex-
tenaton telephones by 15 (o 25
oents and business extensiuns,
by five to 25 cenis. There also
would be adjustinents in
chages for some supplementad
telephone services and noa-
recurring charges. There would
be no Increase In the rates for
1ol ealls. The new rates would
produce $14,148,000 in addition-
z] annual groas revenue of
which the company weuld Te-
alise less than half, or $6,512,-
000 after taxes.

In a statement issued In con-
nection with the tiling, the
ocompany sakd:

“Now Jersey- Bell has beon
subject to the same Inflation-
ary pressures which have
brought about the highest costs
both in Iabor and materiad, in
the history of the nation. By
effecling the maxhnum pose-
fble efficlency and economy

Assemblyman Willlam Kurtz
of South Amboy Introduced a
| bl In the State Legislature
Monday to tighten the laws of
narcotics evidence.

Kurtz ani Assemblyman
Ruby Perfeite (R-Essex) co-
authored the measure which
Kurtz hopes will be reported
out of committee soon.

The proposed measure makes
‘it sufficient for the statc to
prove a suspecied drug addict
is urder iInfluence of “any”
nharcotica to win-a conviction,
Kurlz sald.

Kurtr said he introduced the
“'eorTective  legislation” after
an attorney recently convineed
a judge hearing a narcotlec vio-
lation case the prosecuting at-
torney “had to prove the name
of the drug.”

Meantime, Kurtx said he ex-
pocts lo lssue an annual report
shorily on the activitlies and
accomplishments of the State
Narcotics Cosnmission. The re-
port will be made public some
time after May 9, Kuris added.
