But many other eligible dis-
abled workers 50 to 45 yean of
age. some of them no doubt liv-
ing In the Rarltan Bay area,
have so far failed to make ap-
plication to their social security
o'/lces. Those who have been
disabled from work (or a long
time must apply before June 30.
Baas pointed out, or they will
lose their rights to these new
benefit payments.

Any severely disabled person
who has worked under social se-
curity for at least S years and
H ">o has been disabled for 6
months or more should get In
touch with his social secur ty
office right away, the social se-
curity district manager said.

If he is between SO and 63
years of age.'he may be eligible
to have his social security record
frozen 'a protect hi» future right
to disability payments, and also
his and his family's rights to
old-age and survivors Insurance
benefits.

But the nickel still has Its ortelnal inirredients—15 percent
copper and 25 percent nickel which gave It Its name back In I860.-

The most
frequent cause is a poison produced by staphylococcus term*.
which axe bf'"h very vi/tlrous and commonplace. These are the
tame germs that cause pimples and boils on the skin, and In flam,
matlon In the tissues of (he nose and throat. They thrive at room
temperature In certain foods, especially meats, dressings such as
mayonnaise, and custard or cream pastries.

While growing in food these germs produce a naison or toxin
which is irrV.ating to the gastrointestinal tract. Although cooking
kills the germs, It does not destroy the poison which they produce.

If food thus invaded and infected Is allowed to stand at room
ictnperature for five hours or more, those •w'ho eat it will prob-
ably become 111 In from two to four hours. The vioims have nau-
sea, vomiting, diarrhea, cramps, and prostration. The UlneM la
seldom very serious or lonc-standiiig.

There are two ways to guard against th*s type of food poison-
ing. Urst, we must try to keep foor from> being contaminated by
•taphylococcus germs—not undertaking o prepare It wlUi un-
oletfn bands or If there are any infections on the exposed surface
of the skin, or symptoms of nose or throat inflammation. Second,
•U susceptible food should be kept under refrigeration until It is,
to be terrcd.

Ing me dead. I found this out
when I caae home."

Barry mtna«ed a grocery
f.ort fn Asbury VMrk tor a
while before Joining tbe Me-
tropolttan Life Insurance Co.
In 1921 at a salary of $12 a
week.

He eventually ro»e In the
ootnpany to become manager
4h« firm's Orange office irhieh
be recalla brincLng from 60th
In the Atlantic COM' territory
to No. 8 within one year.

Btrry'i most exelttng—and
perhafM nerve-wracking —- mo-
menta came after the outbreak

of WorPd War II and tats emer-
gence as commander sf the
Middlesex County American
Legion branch.

Barry was called upon by
military Intelligence officials to
tietp ferret out subversive liv-
ing or operating In the county.

"I was astonished when they
asked me to do this work."
Barry s»y*. He had a direct
telephone line from his home
to military authorities in Tren-
ton to report results of tils un-
dercover work.

Barry ssyt he operated un-
der assumed name. "I felt like
I was treading on thin Ice."

He attend*! German-Ameri-
can Bund meetings an'l report-
ed to military authorities about
the persons apeearing there.
Much of hli work took him to
New Brunswick. He wai Mulct-
ed by Milton C Rloodgood.

Amjoy's Luke A. Lovely Amer-
ican Legion Post No. 62, In
1941 anil 1944, but was forced
to resign because of ̂ illness.

That Illness has disrupted
much ot Barry's recent life, but
ft has no! dimmed his passion
for history, Insurance and
spreading Americanism.

He currently enjoys raising
a half-dMen para'teet-4yipe
birds and caring for his home
at 422 Bordentown Ave. Also,
he likes to entertain visitors.

Barry's insurance career was
dotUii with memorable mo-
ments. He named Metropolitan
life's RarJUn Bay Dlairlct
and recalls' selling Insurance
soap-box style on a Jamesburg
street oorner during the 1920't.

Barry married -the former
Grace Poole, once a cashier in
Metropolitan's Red Bank of-
fice. They moved here In 1926.

"The only man who has done
cnost for widows »rti orphans
In this country Is tlie insurance
man," Barry says.
