Lecated at Hercules' Parlin,
New Jersey plant site, the plant
is the tirst in the United States
to employ the Zilegler process
for the manufacture of a new
plastic matertal that offers
many advaniages.

On hand to participate in the
plant opening ceremonies was
Professor Doctor Karl Ziegler,
of the Max Planck Inatitute In
West QGermany, discoverer of
the Zieglor process.

The new plastic, which haa
deovived extedgive market-de-
velopment tec. in this coun.
try, will be sold by Hercules un-
dey the bdbrand mame of "Hi-
faz.” In addition t¢ providing
the well-recognized advantages
of conventional polyethylene,
Hi-fax is barder, etiffer, more
abrasion resistant, and resistant |
to higher temjferziures.

The plant at Parlin uses as
raw material ethylene, which I
delivered by pipelne from Esso
Standard’'s refinery~at Linden,
New Jersey. The cthylene is
polymerized 4t substantially at-
mospheric pressure, wilth the
eataiyst in a lquid, producing
a slurry or spspension. lhe po-
Iymer is thun separatled from
vae suspending agent as a ather
small particie-size solid mate-
nal, purified and dried.

The polymer is then collodd-
ed and 10rmed into pelicts sult-
able for moiding. Hli-fax mold-
ing powder can be either mads
watural or In color.

The equipment ysed for poly-
merizing and for compounding
of molding powder has beew
designed specifically for this
piant, and the untirg piant
bighly Instrumented. Eleclric
lines are insuki.ed with Hi-fax,
and Hi-fax plastic parts are
used in the control system.
