the situation corrected.

The check* in question are
for |60 to E. A. Morris for paint;
•79 to Fred FarreU, carpenter,
and 1125 to Fred Leslie, roofing-
contractor, all being held op
because of Charmello's refusal
to sign them. Another check for
$30 worth of laurel wreath for
Christmas decoraiUons at the
Progressive firehouse purchas-
ed from the Boy Scouts is also
being considered.

With regard to the first three
checks, Charmello still contend*
that the work should have been
covered under the contract, and
feeb it Is a duplication. He fur-
ther coc/^endtl that aa long aa
the council can't show any writ-
ten authorization of any change
in the specifications, he could
oot sign the checks.

The check for the lauiel
i wreath was held up, according

to the Mayor, because "about
twenty-five members of the
Progressive Fire Company in-
formed me that there waa never
any wreath put up on the fire-
house.'

A healed discussion waa car-
ried on by members of the
council and the Mayor with re-
gard to the payment of the bills,
with Councilman VanDerveer
carrying the brunt of the argu-
ment on behalf of the Demo-
cratic members of the council.
VanDerveer termed it "dis-
graceful" that these people
should be deprived of money
that Is rightfully due them for
services performed.

On the Boy Scout Issue, Van-
Derveer went so far as to have
each Individual present s.>l a dis-
cussion held, tn the City Clerk'*
office verify the statement the
Mayor made about the wrea/tfc.
i, e., "thai- the wreath was re-
ceived at the firehouse, bat
never put up." Charmello de-
nied he made '.he statement, to
which VanDtrveer yelled, "you
•re a liar." Charmello contend-
ed that he was taking the word
of the firemen, in that they told
him they never received any
laurel wreath.

During the course of the dis-
cussion. City Solicitor Mullane
was asked to elaborate on his
opinion, whiph had been given
in tytpewT.'i.ten.form to the Ma-
yor and members of the coun-
cil last week. Mullane again
•tressed t^e (act that his opi-
nion was factual, based on the
facts of the case, and investiga-
tion with regard to vouchers
submitted and work performed.
From the •>.cfma of the specifi-
cations for the flrrhoute Job,
he saw no duplication of work,
and In hi* •pinion, which be
stressed again as "factual, and
not legal" the bills should be
paid.
