A New York management consuvitant firm has sharply
"eriticized the administiotion of South Amboy public schools
and strongly recommended abolishing Hoffman High.

The firmi, Cresap, McCormick and Pagel, said {n a scath.
ing report South Amboyans were poying 100 much for what
It branded Inferior public education. '

Yhe report olso charged that bickering” between
Schools Superintendent James F. Tustin ond the Board of Bdu.
cation was hurting ¢hances of effective sducation here.

And the report accused school officials of putting “'per-
sonal and political considerations’’ above student welfare. B}

The evoluation vrged South Amboyans to adopt a pign
fo consolidate South Amboy and Soyreville High Schools and
‘convert Hotfmon High Inte on elemantary school. Bul ovcluo',-
fors admitted the merger probably would ¢ost $outh Amboy
taxpayers dn extra $29,000 yearly in téxes.

The report suggested South Amboy wasted 1ts money 'by
“bullding a $600,000 addition to the high ichool. The report
sald: "'If the Board . . . had glven proper consideraiion to (e
high school problem before building the new additlon, 1t s
probable that substantia! costs could have been avolded.”

Evaluators cglled for @ committes of 20" or ' 30" citi-
xens to onolyze the report 30 key recommengations might be
Implemented.

The management consultant firm based much of its evaiv.

systam. :
But the critical report sald there ware soms bright spots
loco) school officlals could use as stepping stones Yo provid.
ing better education. The report did not, however, spell out
the happier side. _

The report’s suggestion to abolish Hotfmen High School
because of unwaveringly low enroliment wos maet with stony
silence from board members. ’

The consultant firm suggested three plans, two of which
would convert Hoffman High into & kindergarten to sixth
grade school.

The alternctives would be either to combine South Am-
boy and Sayreville high schools or make local students pay
tuition at Sayreville High. The first olternative would produce
@ consolidated South Amboy-Sayreville school district. The
tecond choice would leove Scuth Amboyans witheut
voice [n Soyreville High School atfairs.

The third choice offered by the report suggested school
officials here seek tuition students from surrounding commun-
ities without high schools. But the report said this plon would
produce only a temporary enrolimenl increase, although it
would result in exira operoting funds.

But the report said South Amboy's cllegedly “poor' edu-
cotional repulation is unlikely to atiract many outsida tultion.
paying students,

The evaluators also soid Scuth Amboy wos ?ho ‘smallest’
six-year high school in the state although its per pupil cost
was about $100 obove the average per copita toll for New
Jersey’'s 24 six.year high schools.

“At South Amboy, high costs are incurred without the
advantages of resulting superior educational opportum!y
the evaluation said,

Evoluators said only o depression would shift anough
pupils from tuition-chorging parochlal schools here to the
public school system to make Hoffman High a profitable op-
eration,

The report charged school operations were riddied by
political bickering and occused boord membaers of interfering
in Tustin's boliwick,

And conversely, evaluctors accused Tustin of folling
lo provide enough dato and recommendations 'necessary for
the proper functioning of the boord of education.”

The report also chorged the boord with '‘gronting pri-
vileges ond speciol positions involving exira renumeration
to members of the stoff for whal oppeors 1o be parsonal
or political reasons.”

And the report also accused the Boord of “purchasing
sacond-hond school equipment for personal use without open
bidding."
