A county wide surrey to dii*
cover the current rehabilitation
needs of all post-polio patlesJ*

The
canvass here is to be completed
by September 1st.
Modern medicine has made im-
pressive strides In developing
new rehabilitation techniques
in recent yean," Mr. Duffy
said. "Pilot surveys already un-
dertaken show that there are
thousands of polio-handicap-
ped In fhe United States who
have not yet had an opportun-
ity for medical evaluation to
determine If they might bene-
fit from these new techniques.

"8ome of the technique* em-
ployed today for too** disabled
by polio and other causes were
unknown or unused as recent-
ly as 10 or even five years ago.
> "The March of Dimes organ-
isation, Slaving scored a tre-
mendous victory in Its war on
poiio, does not now propose to
walk off ind leave the wound-
ed behind, so long aa help for
them is {possible. We wish to
rind everyone who ha* had po-
lio, whether paralytic or non-
paralrtlc. We want to know
what their special problcss*
may be, so that they may b*
helped lp regain u*efirl lives,
if humanly postfMe, even tho
It will take a considerable peri-
od of time."

There has been an
expanalon in ihjg-her education by which the younger group of
teachers have had their training. And aa a result, the old exam-
ination method has been abandoned.

! Salary standard" have been raised afeo. In 1881, there were
152 female teachers In Middlesex County—average salary $3595
per month. There were fifteen mate teachers, average salary
$71.14 per month. In 1907-'08, the salary for women was $35 a
month for nine month*, -three or four grades in the room. And—,
one was expected in some schools to do Janitorial work.

Not much progress in twenty years.
There are two Parochial Schools In town—64. Mary's and

«a«red Heart.
St. Mary's began In 1868 In a small wooden structure at the

smme location as the present building. A Mr. Klrby was the first
teacher. The Sisters of Mercy operate the school which Includes
both the elementary and hlgio school. A new bttttding la under
construction and It k expected to be read* for use by next Sep-
tember.

Sacred Heart Parish established an etghi grade school In
the 1880%. The FeUcian Sisters constitute the faculty. The parish
Is at present constructing a high school.

All local schools are approved by the State DepsuiBMn* sf
Education.

One century Is a Short time historically. Whatever short*
eomings there are in moderm education, it would be weU to re-
member that one hundred yean ago, schools open to all the chil-
dren were just coming Into existence and also that there to a
constant effort to improve what we have.

No group of citizens is more conscious of the yuipuse, the
needs, and the lmportanoe of puMfc education than those who
Sire In dally contact with the citizens of the future—oar teachers.

Working together, the home, church, and school can and
ganst produce good American citizens, ready to serve God and
country. The survival of the nation which has been called "the
last best hope of. mankind.'' depends upon It. Education Is some-
thing more than gaining the knowledge necessary to earn a liv-
ing important as that may be. It Is, also, learning how to live
as a good and useful person In whatever walk of Itfe one may
enter.

Sometimes, In our nearness to a task, we lose perspeeilfe.
The long view restores faith. The records of those who hare
passed through <HIX schools Into the wideT arena of the world's
work are heartening, as so many have done so weiL As one school-
man put It. "The fountain has risen higher than Its source."
