The PTA president told a re-
porter the evaluation revealed
“nothing new” about public
schoo! ¢peration. She sald she
believed school officials were
oapahle of soling their owm
problems. .

Mrs. Lonseth sald South Am-
boy ‘deserved” its own high
high school and it would not
talleyiate anything” either {o
consolidate school districts or
send tuition students to Sayre-
ville High.
