Behind the repeated demands
of Counrltmen John Howley
and Al Jankowski, that several
buildings within the city's lim-
it* are "disgraceful," the gov-
erning body passed a motion,
submitted by Howley, to have
the building ln»pector check
certain unfinished and unin-
habited dwelling!, and report
hW findings to the Board of
Health.

The buildings under surveil-
lance are the abandoned 4th
Street School, the remains of
the old Empire Theatre on
Broadway, and the*uncomplet-
ed restaurant located at Broad-
way and Henry Street.

It Is the opinion of the coun-
cil that the buildings will be

i found unfit for occupancy, a
; health hazard, with the pos«l-
i bllity of them all being con-

demned and destroyed.
The subject of the "sore

eyes" was Initiated at the
meeting by Councilman Jan-
kowski, who rose from his seat,
and said, "once again, I am
asking for some action on the
Fourth Street School." He a-
raln told of having received
many requests from residents
of the First Ward for some ac-
tion within a few weeks.

Jankowikl termed the build-
ing a "sore eye and a disgrace."
Further discussion on the sub-
ject brought on Howley'a re-
quest for action on the old Em-
pire building, while Council
President Wlsnlewski mention-
ed the uncompleted restaurant
on Broadway.

After a few passing remarks
about the theatre and restaur-
ant, Councilman Howley urged
passage of his motion to have
the building Inspector look them
over, and report his findings to
the Board of Health. He origi-
nally made the motion with re*
cards to the Empire Theatre
only, but pressure by Jankow-
ski and Wumlewskl found How-
ley amending his original mo-
tion to Include the three build-
Ings.

Councilman Howley offered
the council another motion at
the meeting, that is, to renew
a contract with the Ward La-

Wlsnlewski stated that Mr.
Ketchel has promised some ac-
tion as soon as the stat« agency
informs them as to what degree
tt.ey must curb the stesent
condition.

Mayor Charmeilo and Coun-
cilman VanDerveer heaped
praise on the recent effoits of
the city police force In appre-
fcendiuvz one of the criminals
tn a robbery at a tavern on
Main Street and Stevens Ave.
VanDervefr termed them a
"credit to the city," while
Charmello spelled out the great
work of Sergeant Edwartl O1-
Leary. Officer John T. OLeary
and Chief John Gleason, say-
ins, "we are proud of their ac-
tion in the case.

In relation to the police
question, Charmello urged mo-
torist to enforce the speed laws
