Amboy engine house of the
17th diesel-electric locomotive
unit, ithe fleet of motive power
needed (0 move all of our
trains over the route of the
Now York and Long Branch
Rajlroad between that ity
{ where our clectrification
ends and Bay Head Junctioh is
complate.

“Our roplacement  program,
begun during the Spring of
1856 ,was carried out as rapidly
as the ecquinment bocame a-
vallable.

“The fimal two K-4 PacMic
type steam locomotives which
remained available for active
use until last week have been
sent to Caraden, N. J.. in the
Philsdeiphin Rezion, for stor.
age. Train operations in the
New York Region of the Penn-
sylvanla Rallroad are now 100
per oent  electrified or diese)-
{ned.”
