D o r i s Anderson, extension
home management specialist of
Rutgers University, who bases
her prediction on economic out-
look conferences she attended
In Washington, D C recently.

Food will cost a little more
at least the first half of tfhe
year. The farmer's share In the
food dollar will be no larger.
However, all marketing costs'
are pushing up. This may show
up in retail prices particularly
for convenience or ready-tb-
use products.

Increases fan clothing prices
are ezpeeted to be modest. Both
retailers and wholesalers agree
that substantial hikes would
cut the volume sales.
