. “In my opinion, the most Important item that will have te

. over, prolessional revaluers have a rule-of-thumb that in almost
any community which is revalued, one third of the (axpayers

“Tthe new assesmenls will make the -veteran's exemption
peactioally worthless. What will 5500 mean to s veteran it his
property la sssessed 320,000, It wlil incrense the borrowing power
of the clty and It will increase slate aid toward education.

| “The gross receipla (ax which provides almost half of the
yevenne needed for the cily's operationy will be affected by the
100 per oeni assessmem!. ‘This tax, In lieu of & Personal pfoperty
tax, is applled agalnst the annual grosa receilpts of all powen
and seowereage compantes, with the money thus railsed distri-
buted among municipalities in proportion to the amount of uﬁl-‘
ity Installmenis and other such property each has, '

“The tax rale appliel Is the average tax rate for all munici-
gulities in the state. the law now providing that in no event oan
tha rate be more than $7.50 or less than $5.

"With tax rates everywhere dropping sharply due to 180 per
oant revaluation, the average tax rate In the state would go be-
low §5, making the minimum rate applieable. This would mean
& loss {0 municipalities of one third of ,all such receipts. This
vould mean a loss of 3125000 per year our oity.

“As 1 set it, the effective diate 1§ the 100 per cont mandate
should de altered to permit the Legislature to make adinstments
on the varlous statutes Involved such as those on debt Hmits,
groas recelpls tux and veteran's exemptions,
