Annual Report Given
by First Aid Squad

Hareld Evans, Captain of the
South Ambey First Ald snd
Safety Squad for the past year
issued his final report summing
up the activities of the sguad
for the year of 1057,

A record number of 994 calls
were answered during the past
year, 89 calls more (han the
previoes year: of which 388
were emergencies, 285 trans-
ports and 161 fire calls.

The report Inrther shows §.-
949 man hours expended in the
line of duty; 228,000 lbs. of
oxygen were used, and the ve-
hicles of the unit rovered 1t,-
123 mides.

The top five men answering
the squad's ¢alis were: Joseph
Rush headoed the list with 508
calls, Robsrt Nelly, 468 oalls;
Michael Ssrags. 438 calls; Jack
Hardy 395, and Qeorge Kuris
358 ‘calls.

During the past year the
squsd Ioaned the following
equipment free of charge 10 the
putlic: 35 pairs of erutches, 19
hoapital beds, 188 wheel chalrs,
12 pleces of oxyzen equlpment,
S walkers and 9 canes. Evans
staled that the equipment is a-
waliable to the public on a loan
basis.

In the line of new equipment,
the aquad commissioned a mow
rescue boat with ountboard me-
tor into service, & new Cadillac
Ambutante, and two-way iele-
| phene radio squipment.
