Members of the local govern-

ing body unanimously adopted
on first reading a revt*ed ordi-
nance prevcrlblni regulation*
for parking vehicles within the
elty, and setting forth the pen-
alties for violations there of.
The ordinance sets forte eer-
tean areas where parking Is
prohibited, as weU as those
with two-hour and four-hour
limits.

The complete text of the or-
dinance can be found In an-
other section of this edition.
and will be brought up for puu-
llc hearing and final passage
aX the February lath meeting of
the city couttcH.

At Tuesday's meeting, the
council approved a transfer of
funds in the 1957 budget ap-
propriation reserve account a-
mountlng to $167.25. Involving
various accounts.

Applications were received
from the South Amboy Lions
Club and the St. Mary's Parent
Teachers Assn. for permission
to bold raffles, which was
granted by the council upon
submitting the necessary forma.

The council received their
first report from Building In-

lished with no permits Issued.

The new route Is a sub-
stitute for rail service between
Jamesburg and South Amboy.
wbkh the railroad b request-
ing to be discontinued.

The Pennrytvanla ftsllr—d
requested Marathon Bus Lhw
Inc. to obtain municipal con-
sent 4n order that they can
enter Into an agreement with
the bus line when and if the
Public Utility OsnuncMlon
grants them the authority to
discontinue the train service.

Kles In Newark en Wednesday.
February 10th concerning the
revision of a passenger train
schedule by the Central Rail-
road of New. Jersey. The mayor
aud members of the council
were unaware of how the pro-
potod change In schedule would
effect the people of South Ass-
boy, and requested UtV Attor-
ney John Mullanr to Inquire
immediately as to that the
change involved, and report to
them al the next (.afiness
meeting.
