The amendments, which
were, reflected within vari-
ous accounts, changed the
total anticipated revenues
from $702,027.69 to $698,-
376.50, and appropriations
from $115,075.52 to $139.-
237.72. Included in the anti-
cipated revenue figure was
the amount to be raised- by
taxation, which was changed
from • $185,300.69 to $185,-
649.50.

A public hearing ton the
above amendment will be
held this Friday, March 21,
at 8 p. m. in City Hall.

When the regular meet-
ing began, the first order of
business was the reading of
bills and claims. After City
Clerk Triggs read the list,
and asked tor a roll call, all
members of the council vot-
ed for those bills having
proper signatures be paid,
except Fourth "Ward Coun-
cilman Swiatkowski.

Swiatkowski took excep-
tion to a bill for $47.25 be-
ing paid from the advertis-
ing account for advertising
the school budget He claim-
ed that the taxpayers could
have been avoided this ex-
pense by having the infor-
mation in the form of a news
release. Council President
Wisniewski voiced his opi-
nion on the subject, and said
he thought there was noth-
ing wrong with it, as it was
requested by the chairman
of publicity.

Mayor Charmello sided
with Swiatkowski, and call-
ed the ad "politically taint-
ed," as it was signed only
by four democratic mem-
bers of the council.

Councilman Jankowski
chimed in by saying that
there was nothing wrong
with the ad, and asked that
since the roll call on the bills
was taken, the regular order
of business be continued.

The council was notifed
of a public, hearing to be
held by the Public Utilities
Commission in Newark on
April 16th regarding a re-
quest from the Public Serv-
ice Coordinated Transport
for a fare increase.

He asked that the
building inspector examine
the place immediately, and
if found condemned, to have
it torn down at once, after
legal aspects are taken up
with the city attorney. How-
ley went so far as to say
that if necessary, the city
stand for the cost of destruc-
tion, since it certainly was a
"horrible mess."

After further discussion
by membess of the council,
it was decided that the buj Id-
ing inspector make his ex-
amination, and advise the
city attorney of the results,
ao that proper legal action
can be started.

A communication from
Freeholder George Otloweki
concerning the lack of ade-
quate library facilities thru-
out the county brought deep
concern from the members
of the council. The letter in-
formed them that a meeting
of interested officials in
neighboring munic ipa l s
would be held on Wednes-
day, March 26 at the Brigh-
ton Avenue Tennis Court
Building in Perth Amboy.

Councilman Howley re-
commended that the Library
Board be notified of the
meeting, and asked that the
Mayor also be on hand to
handle the city's interest in
the program.

The council adopted a re-
solution concurringwith the
Board of School estimates
in fixing the amount to be
raised by taxation for school
purposes at $205,159, since
this amount is in excess of
one and one-half percent of
the valuation of the assess-
able ratables as determined
by the County Board of
Taxation. ,

Councilman Swiatkowski
informed the council o l his
objection to that portion of
the parking ordinance which
prohibits parking on one
side of Highland Street. His
objection was based on com-
plaints from residents of the
southerly section of that
street, who claim they would
not have easy access to pull-
ing into thejr driveways. He
asked that the ordinance be
changed to no parking on
the opposite side of the
street.

Swiatkowski presented
Mayor Charmello with a
plaque on behalf of the Amer-
ican Red Cross Association
for his contribution to their
efforts during the' past year.
According to Swiatkowski.
Mayor Charmello had on nu-
merous occasions during the
past year spoke on behalf of
the organization's drive for
funds, and he was asked by
the Association to make the
presentation.

Councilman VanDerveer
asked the council for some
action in preventing outside
concerns fro.n erecting bill-
board signs within the city
lim/ts. He 'brought up the
erection of a sign recently,
within the city, which ha*
became a nuisance to the
people living in the adjoin-
ing house.

VanDerveer asked that
ordinance in effect n o w
should either be amended to
prevent the erection of such
billboards, or that it limit
JljS. size of them. He further
stated that in the past. 1t
has been experienced that
the people wno have the
signs erected do not take
care of the property which
houses the sign, hence Weeds
and garbage are frequently
found there at a later time.

Mayor Charmello asked
that something be done a-
bout this situation, and pos-
sibly have an ordinance con-
demning any signs that are
objectionable to residents of
the city. Councilmen Jan-
kowski and Howley, as well
as Council President Wis-
niewski all voiced tbeir ob-
jection to the manner' in
which signboards are erect-
ed, and a s k e d for some
means to curtail any future
happenings which would IK-
detrimental to residents of
the city.

Councilman Jankowski
brought to the attention of
the council he poor lighting
in the vicinity of the licw St.
Mary.'s School, and asked
that addtional lighting be
made available as soon as
possible. t

The traffic prohlem on
