The severe snow storm
which "blanketed the entire
eastern seaboard last week
left destruction to utilities'
services and snarled trans-
portation conditions in its
wake. At the height of the
storm electric service to
160,000 customers of Jersey
Central Power & Light Co.
was affected in the utilities
service territory* south of
Raritan River.

When the unprecedented
storm swept in, the local
utility immediately mobil-
ized all field crews and su-
pervisory forces, called In
reinforcements from New
York State, West Virginia.
Connecticut and other areas,
and under the provisions of
its storm emergency pro-
gram went into action. By
Friday night all-but approx-
imately 17,000 customers
had service restored. By
Sunday, all that remained to
be restored were scattered
and isolated sections in the
hardest hit areas.
Wei snow lashed by Heavy

winds deposited ice as thtct
as five inches on service fa-
cilities. The weight of this
i c e caused poles to break;
hundreds of .wires to snap,
steel crossarms on transmis-
sion towers to buckle a n d
other damag*

Over 500 emergency field
crew workers labored stea-
dily in the "tight back."

Heaviest concentration of
ice and resultant damage
was found in the uttUtity's
Bay Division from South
Amboy to.
