They also
informed the council that
they erected the sign on
pr?_erty ‘zoned for business,
and complied with .munici-

al regulations, and did not
intend to take any further
action on the request,

Mullane's letter to the firm
pointed out that the sign
was wiMhin 500 feet of a high
way, as well as being injuri-
ous to adjoining property.

Mr. Albert eim, who
lives in the house adjoining
the prqperty on which the
billboard is erected, was in
the audience at the meeting,
and expressedhis feelings on
the matter. He thanked the
Mayor and council for their
interest in the situation, and
hoped that something could
be tone to prevent any such
future occurence within the

“Monstrons” Billheard

Mayor Charmello and
members of the council ex-
pressed their immediate con-
cern over the situation. Alt
were of the opinion that the
sign  was a “monstrosity,”
and steps should be taken to
prevent outsida firms from
erecting such billboards that
affect the interests of the
taxpayers.

Solicitor Mullane had sug-

ested that if Mr. Heim was
interested in furthering his
objections, that he might
possibly obtain legal agsist-
ance and initiate suit against
the firm, with the city join-
ing in with him on the basis
of the sign being detrimen-
tal to public interest. Mul-
jang stated that the city it-
self could not ihstitute suit on
hig beliplf.

The subject of the issu-
ance of the building permit
was again brought.up, and
it was determined that since
the pérmit was issued, that
the city institute suit on the
basis of the issuance of an
illegal permit, namely, that
the sign is within 500 feet of
a highway and is injurious
to property thereof,

Members of the® council
voted unanimously in favor
of the city instituting suit
against the firm,and City
Solicitor Mullane was au-
thorized to start proceed-
ings. .

On the basis of this prob-
lem which the council con-
fronted, Mayor Charmello
requested that in the future,
the building inspector sub-
mit a periodic report to the
Mayor and council of all
public permits issued, with
the hopes that something of
this nature can be remedied
before it is too late. '

The council unanimously
aprroved an emergency re-
solution amounting to $!.-
500 to cover the cost of snow
removal, fire watches and
emergency repairs to the
fire alarm system as a result
of the recent snow storm.

Another resolution was a-
dopted authorizing the city
clerk to advertise for bids
for the collection and dis-
posa) of garbage outside the
city limits, with bids bei
received at the Apntl 16t
meeting of the council.

- The latter resolution came
about as a result of the State
Board of Health’s regulation
concerning either erection of
incinerators or using land
fill to cover dumped gar-
bage in open yards.

o supplement this reso-
lution, Councilman VanDer-
veer presented statistics con-
‘eerning the quantity of gar-
bage collected in the city
during a certain period. The
statistics revealed approxi-
mately 15.5 tons of garbage
collected per day at’an ap-
proximate cost of $1570 per
ton. VanDerveer stated that
these figures could be used
as a guide for accepting bids
from outside firms when
they are received.
