By a slim margin of 94
votes Councilman-at-Lar
Leon Wisniewski won the
Demacratic nomination for
mayor in Tuesday's prima-
ry election, defeating Coun-

581. Wisniewski was the
Democratic party's endors-
ed candidate.

In the other major con-

test on the Demodratic bal-
lot James J. Harrigan won
hy 424 votes the nomination
in the Democratic race for
t h ¢ councilman-at-large.
Harrigan polled 850 votes,
the highest of the local can-
didates. His opponent Wil-
liam McKeon received 421
votes.
In t]'le first.ward, first dis-
trict incumbent Frank O'-
Brien, the party sponsored
candidate polled 124 votes
over Raymond Leonard’s,
51, for “county committee-
 man.
