The rost boy brought a-
long a .22 caliber rifle and
alter the boys had set lip
camp and had their evening
meal they used lite rifle for
target practice. The firing
took place without incident
and the boys decided to go
to bed in their sleeping bags
for the night.

Post, awoke early and had
started preparations f o r
breakfast. While starting
tfte fire he spotted a likely
target nearby and shot at
it.̂  The sound of the shot
awoke Lopez who sat tip,
still in his sleeping bag, and
inquired about it.
