valves in city streets and re-
placement of others, and the
cleaning of the city's 18

, miles of pipeline.
Superintendent Michael

'Nagle said that top priority
in the program would be the
correction of the PH factor
in the" water, the acidity per-
centage. Next on the im-
provement list, he said, is
the valve replacement and
additions in the streets.

The third item of priority
it the cleaning of the water
mains. This project will take
the better part of the five-
year program to' accomplish,
and will cost up to a quarter
of a million dollars.

The cleaning would take
at least a year if all the
money was available at one
time, Nagle said, .but, he
added, there is little likeli-
hood of that.

The specifications by
Kupper will take at least
two.Weeks to prepare .after
whfeh. the board will meet
to discuss the first phases of
the progran;.

Garbage Disposals
Poses Local Problem

At a special meeting of
the City Council last Fri-
day, a decision was reached
to accept bids oo the collec-
tion and disposition of gar-
bage by a private contrac-
tor. The bids will be accept-
ed up to and opened on May
6 at the regular council
meeting.

Mayor Joseph Charmello
reported that the city will
not be affected by any ac»
lion of the State Legislature
on the pending state order
to abolish open dumps by
July 1, but which the state
is considering extending
this deadline tor two years,
because the city's o p e n
dump, along the shorefront
adjacent to the New Jersey
Central Power and Light
Company, has already been
filled to capacity.

Councilman James V«m-
Oerveer also pointed out the
fact that space has run out
on the city and stated that
wihin short while the city'
would have to shop for a
spot in some surrounding
community which might be
willing to have South Am-
boy garbage disposal within
its boundaries.

The council's decision to
place the garbage situation
into the hands uf a private
contractor stemmed from a
report at the council's April
I meeting that it was costing
the city $15.70 per ton a day
to dump 15% tons of gar-
bage..

A p r i v a t e contractor
would Hupply his own dump-
ing place and the city would
not have to take on the job
of finding a site, it was ex-
plained by Van Uerveer.
