City Officials Delay Action on J(P&L Requeed
For Erection of New Electric Transuission Ling

Members of the city coun-

cil delayed action on a re-
quest to install an electric
transmission line, which
would run from this city to
Keyport, until they met
with a representative of the
Jersey Central Power and
Light Company.

The utility company. in a
letter to the governing body
requested the city’s permis-
ston to go ahead with their
plans., which is the usual
procedure to obtain approv-
al from municipalities af-
fected  for “right-of-way”
rights.

The new line would run
from the Warner ‘Station
here, to the Keyport sub-
station, and locally running
along the western side of
Rosewell Street. Council-
man Al Jankowski moved
that .the request be referred
to the City Solicitor, and at
the request of Council Pres-
ident Leon Wisnjewski, the
City Clerk be instructed to
write a letter to the compa-
ny, requesting that their re-
presentative meet with the
members of the governing
body to see that all safety
requirements are covered.

Members of the couneil
were deeply concerned over
the proposed line as a result
of complaints from resi-
dents of the city. They were
concerned about the heights
of the line, its nearness to
peoples property, and the
alfect it would have on fire-
men in the event of a fire
in the area.

Mr. Edward Hartman, a
local resident and fireman,
expressed concern over the
request, and was delighted
to hear that the city took
such action. in that such a
line should he erected to a
mintmum of fifty feet from
the ground, and a reason-
able distance from proper-
tv. Mr. Hartman stressédd
his point mainly because of
the hazard cregted in the
event of a fire in the area.

Mayor Charmello com-
plimented the members of
the council for taking such
a stand, and wag sure that
they would act in the hest
interests of the city and its

The council adopted sev-
eral resolutions during the
course of the short meeting.

ne was the granting of
permission for the Progres-
sive Fire Company to have
the westerly side of Gordon
Street closed during their
bazaar (June 19-24), which
came about after residents
of the affected ares gave
their approval. Another re-
solution authorizing the
Major and council to enter
into an agreement with the
Jersey Sanitation Corpora-
tion of Lodi.

A resolution proposed by
the Board of Public Worka
for the construction of a
larger water line, at the
northerly end of Elm Street
&t a cost of $2.242 was re-
ceived and referred to the
Mayor and Council for fur-
ther study. Members of the
council felt that there were
other streets and areas in
the same predicament as the
one proposed and it was felt
that the Mayor and. Coun-
cil meet with the Board
of Public Works at their
next meeting to see if anv
additional funds are needed
to take care of all of the
areas involved. =

Upon receipt of the prop-
er applications and approv-
als, the council ahtedd
permission to the Progres-
rive Fire Company and the
Sacred Heart Church to
hol.. baxars on the dates re-

quesed.

A communication was re-
ceived from the Phnning
Board. notifying the councit
that since federal approval
of the Master Plan for the
City of South Amboy was
not expected for some time,
the local board expected to
start on their Master Plan
Program immediately, at
no obligation to the city,
with Mr. H. Thomas Carr,
Master Planner, in anticipa-

tien of State spproval later °

this year,

The Planning Board also
notified the council "that
since the gyesignation of
James §. Harrgan from the
board had been accepted at
their May 8th meeting, that
a replacement to fill the two
and o‘he-half-y«ears remain-
ing is in order. Councilman
James VanDerveer spoke
on behalf of the members of
the council in praising the
great work of Mr. Harrigan
during his years on the
board, and hoped that the
Mayor would appoint a cap-
able replacement to il the
unexpiring term,

Council President Wis-
newski informed the coun~
cil of the damage done at
the local Water Works
Park. He showed the Mayr
or dind the council pictures
of the fireplace which was
;ilmaged by vandals recent-
y.

Wisniewski said it was 2
shame that they were being
destroyed to this extent,
and estimated the damage
at $300. Mayor Charmello
termed it “shameful,” the
way the taxpayers’' money
is being wasted by such de-
struction. The matter was
referred to the Mayor and
Council for further study.

Councilman James Van-
Derveer publicly announce

“Clean-up Week,"” and ask+

ed citizens to exert every
effort to clean up - their
yards, cellars, etc, and no-
tify the city to have it re-
moved.

Mayor Charmello inform-
ed the council that he visit;
ed the Fourth Street School
area ‘recently, and urged
that immeédiate action he
taken to carrect a bad con-
dition that exists, namely,
loose bricks that may fall
out and tnjure children in
the alley adjacent to the
building. The Mayor asked
that, if possible, the alley
be closed temporarily, or
the condition rectified.

Council President Wis-
niewsk told the Mayor that
he would have someone
take care of the loose bricka
immediately,

The Results of Vandals at the City Park
