A chemical firm, Macro-

_Max Klein, president of
the - Macromol Corp. was
summoned to an informal’
meeting  with the Mayor

According to Kudelka,
Macromol Corp. dd not ob-
tain an occupancy permit, a
permit for a 1,000 gallon
chemical tank, or a permit
to store chemicals,
