SWIMMING POOL CONTROLS APPROVED

Edward C. Reilly Appointed New City Engineer

At the regular meeting of
the Citv  Council. an ordi-
nance regulating  private
swimming pools within the
city limits was passed on the
first reading. The Planning
Board suggested  action of
this type scvéral months
ago.

The proposed law direct-
ed to curb possibie nui--
ances and prooide  safety
measures,  prohibits_public,
awimming pools withhn res-
irlvntiny\arcam and defines
privatd swimming and wad-
ing pools as auxiliary build-
ngs for the purposes of the
zoning  ordinance a n d
butlding code rerrulations,

The ordinance requires
that the pool he at lea-t 1)
fect from the adjacent 1.rop-
erty hine. and he cruarded by
four to six feer high fence,
with a locked gate.

Violations  of  the ordi-
nance call for a fine not ex-
ceeding $100 for the first of-
fense - and  nof  exceeding
8200 and/or 9 days con-
finement for cach subsc-
quent offense.
