Power Line Fails to
Get Council Approval
, The outcome of a meeting
between members of the
City Council and officials of
the Jersey. Central Power &
Light Company on Friday
evening was that all resid-
ents along the right of a pro-
posed high tension p o w e r
Ime over Rosewell Street
will have to give their ap-
proval before the' council^
can approve the plan.

The city .owns land along
the right of way and the
company .sought the signa-
ture* of city officials on its
clArance papers.

The city fathers had re-
fused to sign previously on
the basis that they repre-
sent the people of the city
and since some of the peo-
ple objected to' the high ten-
sion 1'ne, they were not at
liberty to approve it.

The line, which would
rnn from the company's E.
H. Werner Station to. Key-
port affects about 20 fami-
lies. The council has sug-
gested,, however, t h a t
another route be found in
view of the objections of
some residents.

City Cannot Supply,
Life-Guard at
Landfill Beach

City Council President
Leon Wisniewski stated at
a meeting of the council, the
South Amboy Recreation
Commission and the South
Amboy Hiiat Club, that al-
though the city would like
to provide the safety meas-
ures of a lifeguard on the
landfill beach in Karitan
Bay it had no jurisdiction to
do so.

The joint meeting came a-
hout as a result of a re-
quest from the Boat Club
Auxiliary to the City Coun-
cil that the city fathers pro
vide a lifeguard, there for
protection of the swimmer*.

It was made known that
since the city does no.t own
the laud it cannot take any
action to protect swimmers.
The 63-acre Kite developed
about a year ago through
dredging in the bay ares is
state-owned.

•however, is doing nothing
to provide any protection.

A decision was reached,

ter. Authority Chairman
Katherine E. White warne,d
that the long arm of the law
wofild sweep down on me-
torists whose long arms toss
litter onto the scenic super-
highway.
Mri. white, the only wom-

an boss of a toll road in the
nation, stressed that Park-
way regulations subject so-
cslled Jitterbugs to a maxi-
mum penalty of $200 fine or
30 days' imprisonment or
both. She reported that
State Police have arrestvd
more than 25 persons for lit-
tering the Parkway since
1954.

The Authority has plans
for sn experiment in the dis-
tribution of litterbags to
Parkway motorsti. Such an
experiment would be aimer!
at determining whether the
availability of s hsndy ba?
in a car discvourages motors
iits from tossing out refuse.
