Su-
perintendent Michael Nagle said
it was not definite whether the
money was enough to oover the
entire cost of adjusting the PH
factor of Ihe water but that the
board wouid go as far as ttw moo-
ejr allows.

The board is seeking other fund*
to follow recommendationf pre-
sented by Kupper. These include
cleaning of all of the city's 17
miles of water pipe, inatallaUoiki
of a new 12-mch main from the
waterworks to Stevens Street and
along Stevens to Katherlae Street,"
end repairs to tbe city ataadpipe
including a new top.

The board voted to meet in spee>
ial session next Tuesday at • p.m.
to disctus bow to do all that it
recommended and where to get
the money required if the projects
are to be done.

In other butineet, Nagle aald,
(he board decided that a faulty
main booster pump for which a re-
placement was sought wiH be takea
.out and replaced with a repaired
reserve pump. The faulty one thea
will be repaired and wiU become
la reserve pomp.

Two weeks ago the board passed
an' emergency resolution asking
the. council for 19,000 to buy a new
purnp. Presented a few days later
to the council, tbe emergency note
wet sidetracked without action.
