1958 Polio Cue*
Exceed 1957 Tread

Patrick Vona, city health
inspector issued a warning
to local residents that indif-
ference and neglect in get-
ting Salk Vaccine injections
has made it possible for a
larger number of Polio cases
this year over 1957.

The number of cases of
Poliomyelitis reported to the
New Jersey State Depart-
ment of Health from Janu-
ary 1 through July 15, 1958
was exactly twice the nurh-
tier reported "in the compara-
ble period in 1957.

Through July. 15th, 12
cases of poliomyelitis had
been reported to the state
department of health com-
pared with six in the same
period in 1957, Of the 12
esses, only four had inocula-
tions of Salk vaccine; eight
did not

Seven of the cases report-
ed were paralytic and five
were non-paralytic. It is un-
fortunate that two-thirds of
the persons reported to have
polio through July 15th had
not received the protection
of Salk vaccine.

The first injection of Salk
vaccine, which majjr be given
to healthy persons a,ny time
of the year, begins to pro-
tect against paralytic polio
whhin 10 to 14 days. The
second injection, which may
be given as soon as two
weeks but preferably one
month, s.fter the first, rein-
forces the protection of the
first.

Adults as well as children
get polio. Two of the cases
reported to the state thus
far this year are over 201

years af age. The storm
warnings have been posted.
COmplaceny and inertia can
be costly. Those parents
who have, neglected to have
their children receive the
protective benefits of Salk
vaccine are urged to give
them thfe first installment of
this protection promptly.
Adults are likewise urged
to secure the protection for
themselves. Indifference
and neglect can bring' a big
rise in ̂  paralytic polio in
1958. Visit your doctor now.
