of the big building-up outside of our city. There is some
concern about the possible loss of tax income from
some of our heavy industry.

During the past 50 years, the enthusiasm and «or*>
sight of our fathers has left its mark of progress and
achievement with us and has paved the way Wr th*
future betterment of our community and its people. But
it is up to us and our future generations to fhow GU0
confidence in their good judgment by realising and ap-
preciating our heritage—and constantly striving to bet-
ter It

rised a xrfedge. They recited it daily, believed in it, an*
were required to live by i t Fathers taught H to their
sons, who in turn passed it on from generation to gen-
eration.
