Mayor and
(•( xhe- (joveniing body of the
city have expre^ed i]ct|)
concern over the prospects

for a ne« Little League
basehall field for thf 195'J-r/)
season. Councilman Jaint's
VanDervcer notified'* the
council at their . Tuesday
Tneeting-that there would he
no field available for tiir
boys next year, and a«k<vt
immediate action by the
<-oiincil to aviod any* <'elay
in tne forthcoming season.

VanDerveer 'asked that
the Mayor and council tn'eft
with the members of the R?-
creation Commission to
consider a hew site. One
possibility mentioned wa<
the filled-in area at the wa-
terfront, which has been
nropoMd- by the Planning
Board through its request
for ownership of the area
from the state.

After further discussion
from the members of tho
council and the Mayor as to
its necessity for immediate
action, as well as the preat
benefit! derived from little
league baseball since its in-
ception in the city. City
Clerk John J. Trigfrs was
authorised to invite the
member* of the Recreation
Commisiion to their next
business meeting to start
taking action on the subject.
