Reading Device

At its meeting last week.
the Board of Public Works
approved a new device de-
signed for convenience of
homeowners . for installa-
tion of homes throughout
the city.

Superintendent Michael
Nagle of the public works
department stated the de-
vice is a water use register
which can be read from the
outside of houses and that

‘it can be installed in any

home. beginning this week.
The approximate cost of the
device and installftion is
$23.

It consists of a wired pipe
leading from the cellar wa-
ter meter to a glass hox
containing the register dials
outside the house. A unit is
attached to the the cellar
meter which generates ijs
own electricity w operate
the outside meter.

Nagle stated that the city
would. like to see wide in-
stallation of such meters
and that the new device can
be seen at his office in city
hall where orders can be
placed for the installation.

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CITY COUNCLL GOES ON RECORD TO MAIKTAIN
25 MPH SPEED LIMIT ON BORDENTOWN AVE.

Members of the govern-
gz Lenly of the ety went on
record at their  Tuesday

comnicil meeting as being op-
posed  to a request to in-
crease the speed limit on
Bordentown  Avepue from
1t present 25 miles  per
hour. This action w a s
hrought about as a result of
a report read at the meet.
g from J. R. Manahan,
- Chief of the County Traffic
Buerau.

In his report, which was
addressed to Cornelius .E.
Wall, County Traffic Coor-
dinator, he recommended to
the county to increase the
speed limit on Bordentown
Avenue to 35 miles per hour
in the area from the Sayre-
ville-South Ambey line to
Pine Avenue; and to 30
miles per hour from Pine
Avenue to Broadway.

Councilman Howley im-
mediately voiced his objec-
tions to the proposed in-
crease, .and asked that the
presént 25 mph limit be
maintained. Howley asked
that. the members of the
council join him in approv-
ing a motion to have the
City Clerk send a lettar tc
the Board of Freeholders,
requesting them to keep the
25 mph limit.

Mayor Charmello inform-
ed the council that the rea-
son county traffic officlals
were interested in incregs-
ing the speed was to enable
then to put their radar sys-
tem into use on Borden-
town Avenue, which .re-
quires -a speed of 30 to 35

' miles per hour for effective-
i NE8s.

The remaining members
of the council firmly agreed
to maintain the present

speed ‘limit, and voted in fa~

vor of Howley’s motion.
