This week's council meet-

lohn Triggs was handed • a
fetter from he members of
the Police Department thru
Leroy Kurtz, its commit-
tee chairman. The commu-
nication was a reqiiest ask-
ing the council's permission
to place • a referendum be-
fore thr voters in the No-
vember election for a $500
across-the-board wage in-
crease.

The letter also requested
that an appropriate pay in-
crement according to rank
be accorded council permis-
sion. In addition, the peti-
tion asked that permission
be granted for circulating
petitions among citizens
which would be conductive
to having the referendum
placed on the coming ballot.

After the communication
had been read, Councilman
Jankowski called for a mo-
tion to recess, since the
matter was not discussed
previously.

South Amboy's Last Fann Makes Way to Progress
Macedulskt Farm, one of

South Amboy's first farms
and the last to operate in
this city, is to be converted
into a housing development
according to Frank Maced-
ulski, its owner. Located in
{he Stevensdale Section
next to So. Amboy Gardens,
it will be divided - into 18
units for new homes.

The demand for homes
being what it is, the deci-
sion was inevitable. Maced-
ulski discloses that he had
received many offers for
the land he bought from
the Pennsylvania Railroad
in 1944. In spite of bis re-
luctance to sell, he has been
prevailed upon by home
seekers to yield. More than
half of the units have al-
ready been disposed of and

: construction of the dwell-
i ings will begin soon.
: The farm, a 4tt acre tract,

has long been a prominent
landmark in this city. The
Macedulskt family h a s
worked it ever since 1897,
first by Frank's father, An-
drew, and then by Frank
and his brothers. Under
their supervision, the his-
toric home, which is almost
a century and a" half old, has
been well maintained and
preserved.

The nine-room structure
is of the split-level type and
is one of the sturdiest ever
erected in South ^mboy.
Despite its age, it gives
every indication of endur-
ing another century.

It \\'ill be a fitting center
for the planned Macedulski
Terrace, the name by which
it will be known. The Ma-
cedulski brothers will con-
tinue their residence there
retaining about 3/4 of an
acre.

One is immediately taken
in by the edifice. The front
section was originally used
as a chapel for the hired
help—the mansion servants
and the many field workers
of the fabulous Stevensdale
Terrace—all of whom res-
ided in six other buildings
on the estate. The section
still retains the chapel ap-
pearance, having a h igh
dormer' soof laid in with
copper plates and sharply
arched windows which once
extended to ithfc ground.
The interior is in keeping
with early 19th century ar-
chitecture—high ceilinged
rooms with simple and aus-
tere design. The exterior,
Macedulski informs us. was
elaborately decorated in
pale-gray stucco, unlike to-
day's modern "cement atuc-
co which it preceded and
which was not yet market-
ed.

The Macedulskis contin-
ued the large strawberry
patches once carefully cul-
tured by the Stvenses. In
many as 1800 crates per
week would be shipped by
boat to New York. They

gradually drew away from
the strawberries and began
planting acres of beans, to-
matoes, corn and lettuce. At
the same time they main-
tained the orchards—pears,
peaches and apples—left by
their predecessors.

In later years the family
converted the land to pas-
ture, having as many as 18
cows. Since -the fields were
extensive, neighbors also
brought their cows and oth-
er animals there to feed.
The dairy business lasted
almost thirty years and was
discontinued only after
companies commercialized
the milk purchase and deli-
veries,. Many South Am-
boyan» still recall the horse
and buggy wagon Adam
Macedulski used in making
his door-to-door milk stops.

Fanning was continued
on a small scale until 1954,
disposed of their last horse.
Up untit that year, Frank
was the onty horse trainer
and trader in these parts.

Some city residents recall
the sumptuous displays of
the venerable Stevensdale
Terracei They recollect the
beautiful gardens along the
acre-large oval lake and the
ostentatious Golden Bridge
which arched like a-tiara a-
bove it. They will' tell you
of the stone-buttressed
ditches and the miniature
bridges which crossed them.
Nothing , they insist, com-

Sres with the magnificent
5-roora mansion built by

French architects from red
brick imported by the ship-
loads from England. They
reminisce about ' the spaci-
ous rooms and ballroom
built of the purest white
pine and elegantly carved
in flower designs. Water to
the mansion entered through
solid lead* piping and under
natural pressure, for the,
lake level was above that of
the mansion.

A power line tower now
marks the place where the
lake was drained and filled.

A ,wing of this build-
ing was m o v e d by
teams of horses (Milges*
Movers) to the comer of
Main and Potter Streets
where Kurzawa's Funera
Parlor is now located. Pur
chased by the Burke family,
it was later used as an
emergency hospital during
the great influenza epide-.
mic and the Morgan Explo-
sion of 1918. It remained
there until about twenty
years ago when it was
razed. Most middle-aged
residents still remember the
old "Pennsylvania Build-
ing," as it was called.

In the winters, the oval
,lake was brightly illuminat-
ed by bonfires and used for
skating. The adjoining hill
were once the scene of
horse-drawn sleighs and
swift - moving toboggans
(Some oldtimers still relish
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those days when gay young
ladies climbed aboard the
sleighs and toboggans. Oth-
ers recall the snappy bicycle
and foot races which later
were held around the lake,
foe Weiman likes to tell a-
oout the 95-pound speed de-
mon, Jack EmeUaon, wear-
ing tight-fitting pants and a
taascled hat, racing around
the ancient oak, hickory .and
chestnut *Ttn to the delight
of the many spectators who
turned out each Saturday.
Prizes were awarded to the
winners from the proceeds
of a hat collection.

Stevensdale Terrace dates
to the Revolutionary War.
It was then that Colonel-
John Stevens established
his plantation on the site
and grew wealthy (torn the
produce he shipped to New
York. South Amboy was
then known as Redford's
Ferry and New York was
seriously challenging Phila-
delphia as the nation's first
city. The fabulous estate,
liowever, did not flourish*
into its prime until 1830
when the dynamic Edwin-
Stevens built the first rail-
road ever laid in the United
States. The Camden and So.
Amboy Railroad revolu-
tionized transportation in
the country and transform-
ed tht city into a thriving
railroad terminal. Much of
the profits from this enter-
prise went toward beauti-
fying the Stevensdale Ter-
race and toward founding
Stevens Institute in Hobo-
ten.

South Amboyan can be
be proud of the Stevens pio-
neers and for. the prosperity
they brought to the city. As
long as the Macedulskt
home exists, it will remind
us of the grand day's of the
first railroad and of the col-
orful history of a grand and
noble estate.
