The contract for con-
struction of a 40 Bed addi-
tion to the South Amboy
Memorial Hospital w a ^
signed. today, by President
Frank T. Kurzawa and Se-
cretary Richard M. Muck
Sr. for the hospital and Mr.
Michael Riesz, president of
Riesz, Inc. for the contract-
ing firm of Michael Riesz,
Inc. of Fords, N. J., the suc-
cessful bidder, whose bid
was $358,000.00. This figure
doea not Include furniture,
equipment and architects
fees, which when added will
make the total cost of the
project approximately $400,-

The drive for funds for
this purpose which was con-
ducted In September and
October of last year met
with encouraging response
in that the goal set 1300.000
was 100 per. cent subscribed.

Bids for this projejet (13
received) were received on
May 28th and the contract
would in all probability
have been awarded in Mav
and work started late in
June, had not the possibility
of procuring Federal Assist-
ance under the Hill-Burton
Act presented itself.

Tn spite of the loss of
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tin\e this process would en-
tail, the Board of Trustees
elected to make application
for $200,000.00 which if
granted would have provid-
esd for a much larger addi-
tion and more expanded fac-
ilities than had been olan-
neo\

Subsequently an applica-
tion for this amount was
prepared and submitted to
the. Advisory Board of the
Department of Institutions
and Agencies of New Jer-
sey on August 15th.

On Sept. 5th, the Adviso-
ry Board at their meeting
were unable to grant our
full request but they did,
however, recommend to the
Board of Control, the body
responsible for the allotment
of Federal Funds for Hos-
pital Construction projects:
that the sum of $40,294.81 he
alloted to the South Amboy
Hospital Assn. for the pur-
pose of expansion.

The Board of Trustees
were advised of (his award
and immediately notified
the Control Board that this
sum would be acceptable un-
der conditions which did not
require us to make any
changes In our building
plans or to cause any fur-
ther loss of time and we
would be permitted to use
said funds to help defray the
cost of our original project
This phase is now being
considered by the Regional
Authority of the Federal
Government of New York.

Ground will prnhablv be
broken early in- November.

that this proposal would re
quire additional estimates
and that the cost of renova-
ting the wing would, exceed
that of constructing a new
building.

There were an unusual
number of South Amboy
residents present in addi-
tion to the various repre-
sentatives of t companies
which submitted bids. Alf-
red Maher, a post office em-
ployee of South Amboy
questioned the councilmen
as to how the money for th«
demolition of the building
would be appropriated.
Wisniewski informed him
that most likely an emer-
gency resolution would be
pased. Thereupon Maher
eskeq hpw the insurance
money covering the school
property' was disposed of.*
Ke said • he recalled . "that
at the time of the explosion
in 1950 the schools wer« in-
sured for $178,000.00."

Jankowski took up the is-
sue at this point. He inform-
ed Maher that the insurance
money received became the
prqperty of the Board of
Education. How this money
was disposed- of is a matter
to be taken up with the
Board since the Council had
no jurisdiction over it. Since
transaction took place eight
years- ago, it would- be dif-
ficult to trace. Maher was
instructed to seek such in-
formation from the B^ard of
Education.

Maher contended that a
taxpayer he ws concerned
about the issue'.* ~He-stated
That eotfttderation should be
given to taxpayers who pre
sently are burdened. Ttiere
shhould be enough money
left over from the insurance,
he said, to take care of this
expense.

Mayor Charmello agreed
with Maher. He said that he-
had received frequent calls
about the disbursement of
the insurance money. He
called upon a motion to have
City Clerk John Triggs
write to the Board of Edu-
cation requesting a complete
breakdown of the use of the
insurance. money.

VanDerveer intervened to
ask Maher about tfie accu-
racy of> the figure he gtfVe
and the source of his infor-
mation. Maher disclosed
that the figure Was accurate
and that it was given him by
a Board member. He did not
disclose, however, if the
Board member was present-
ly on the Board.

The disposal of the dam-
aged and condemned school
remained a live issue in
spite of the contract to de-
molish it. During the regu-
lar order of the meeting,
varius organizations' letters
were read concerning the
school building.

It was revealed that the
present library located an,
the second floor pf the Trust
Company is beinc rented to
the city for $£0.00 monthly.
It woufd be Meal to have a
center which would house
the library and accoinodate
other city units such as the
Police Headquarters, but
the costs of transferring pre-
sent facilities and that of
installing • needed electrical
and heating devices and va-
rious other requirements
would run into huge ex-
oense. Meanwhile, it is still
hoped that someday the pre-
sent City Hall site will be,
replaced eventually by a
playground. *_
VanDcrveer proposed that

the Council make some long-
range and tentative plans
for the future replacement
of the City Hall Building
He indicated -that presently"
the city is severely hamper-
ed by lack of funds for such
a venture, but that the counj_|
cil 'should go on record as
advocating such plans. 'Ev-
eryone is aware, he contin-
ued, of the cramped space in
which* essential business is
now conducted in the build-
ing. The plans, he added;
should include ample room
and facilities for the meet-
ing of municipal organiza-
tions, both public and pri-
vate.

Councilman Howley pre-
cipitated-a discussion on the
availability of materials
such as brick and debris to
be obtined from the demoli-
tion of the Fourth Street
School and used by the Boat
