MaydiSh immediately ab-
nduned bis tree planting .and
retrieved the shell, where-
upon he brought it to head-
quarters and immersed it in
a bucket of water in the city*
hall basement.

The shell is a relic of the
1918 munitions explosion at
the Morgan munitions plant
which occurred forty years
ago. How the shell came to
in Maydish's yard is unex-
plained, but the reported
force of the 1918 explosion
is said to have been such as
to carry the shell to the yard
which is roughly about two
or three miles from the ruins
of the Morgan plant.

Demolition men from the
Raritan Arsenal took the
shell way. During the inter-

•« val that the shell was in the
bucket, several city emplo-
yes spent an uneasy hour or
so knowing that they were
literally sitting over a
powder keg.
