At a meeting of the mem-
bers of the South Amboy
Police Department a report
on the recently, completed
survey of the pay scales of
police departments in adja-

‘Of the 13 police depart-
ments checked, South Am-
boy police are next to the
lowest in pay rate. The av-
erage pay for patrolmen in
the |3 other communities is
$5450.00. In South Amboy
the patrolman's pay rate is
$4,9f$.(!), which is $510.00
below the average”

.Kurtz said, “We cannot
make » favqrable compari-
son- of our job or salaries
with local industry, that is
why we are comparing our
pay rates with police depart-
ments in the nearby commu-
nities." He further said,
“One must bear in mind, we
do not get any ovetrtime pay,
no shift differential or extra
pay for working on Sundays
and holidays.”

Kurtz also reported that
his committee has received
scores of letters from orgni-
zations and individuals pro-
claiming their endorsement
to the pay raise.
