South Amboy Memorial
Hospital has a significant
and colorful history. The
community was sorely in
need of hospital facilities
following, the Morga Ex-
plosion of 1918. The situa-
tion was further aggravated
by the great influenza epi-
demic which broke out
shortly after the explosion.
Burke Home (formerly the
main wing of the fabulous
Stevens Mansion since mov-
ed to the corner of Main
and Potter Streets) was
hastily converted into hos-
pital emergency quarters.
The American Red Cross
members\ present on the
scene strongly advocated
the construction of a city
hospital.

Upon this recommenda-
tion, Mayor Kerr called a
public meeting on Nov. 4,
1918. At this meeting it was
decided to acquire the home
and property which then oc-
cupied the hill where the
hospital now stands. The
h o m e which currently
serves as the Nurses' Home,
was converted into a tem-
porary hospital and later
moved back to its present
site when the present hospi-
tal edifice was constructed
in 1925. In 1949 and addi-
tional w i n g was added
greatly increasing the ope-
rating and surgical facilities
of the hospital. The new
wing will add forty patient
beds to the hospital.

The committee for the
ground-breaking ceremonies
was composed of G M. Ap-
plegate Sr., W. Harper Lew-
is, Mrs. Edna Chase and
Donald Reed. Also present
at the ceremony were Mr.
Leibowitz the architect and
Mr. Michael Riesr the con-
tractor.

There were 3,804 votes
cast in all. The lion's share
of this total, or 2179 votes,
was garnered by ChanneUo.
The remainder, or 1625
votes, was cast for his Dem-
ocratic opponent, Leotf
Wisniewski.

The election revealed a
striking contrast when com-
pared to the candidate-at-
large fray. In this instance,
the trend was completely re-
versed. The Democratic
candidate James Harrigan
in winning gathered 2,106
votes to the Republican can-
didate J. Roy Freeman's
1̂ 82 vote& The difference
represents 526 votes.

In the other contests, the
incumbent 2nd Ward coun-
cilman James VanDerveer
won handily over his Re-
publican adversary Philip J.
Purcell. Likewise Democra-
tic incumbent John Howley
won easily oyer Paul Far-
rtll The differences were 81
and 96 respectively.

With the exception of
Wisniewski and Harrigan,
who exchange places, the
municipal government will
remain identical party-wise.

In another vital city issue,
the Police Pay Raise was
carried in favor of the local
men in uniform. There were
1498 votes cast for and 1058
votes cast against this ques-
tion, a margin of 424 votes.

Only two districts, the
Second District of the First
Ward and the First District
of the Third Ward, failed to
give Charmello a majority
In two uthcr district, the
margin was very narrow
The First District of the
First Ward A eat to him by
only one v r . In the First
District of tl.f Second Ward
the margin was two votes.
Meanwhile, the F o u r t h
Ward, the home ward of
both candidates, went to
Charmello 861 to 421, a bejt-
ter than two-to-one margin,

Xhe Republican camp at
the Hillcrest on Stevens
Avenue was moderately* ju-
bilant. It seemed as though
the victors, however satis-
fied, were still a mite be-
wildered by the preponder-
ance of the victory.
