One of the current issues before the people of South
Amboy involves proposed plans for the installation of a
power [ecder line through Rosewell Street.

The principals in this controversy are the Jersey Cen-
tral Power and Light Company and an undetermined.,
segment of the citizenry of South Amboy. On the one
hand, the company is secking to alleviate a pressing need
for additional power to points south. On the other hand,
some residents are of the opinion that the power line will
constitute a danger and a hazard in the area.

The proposed line is intended to be m:mntgd on poles
on the west side of the street where presently eight homes
are Jocated. It will pass by Sun Oil Company and the
city sewage disposal plant. The line will carry current to
homes in Morgan, Laurence Harhor, Matawan, Cliffwood
Beach, Keyport and other points in Monmouth County. ..

++..There is no doubt as to the need for additional power
in these our neighboring communities. They have experi-
enced a tremendous growth in the past decade necessitat-
ing 'increased sources of power to meet their demands.
A major part of this demand has resulted from increased
use of home appliances which in the past few years have
swept the country.

_+..Since this issue is of vital concern not 'orlly to South
Amboy but to surrounding communities as well, it would
be wise to study it from every conceivable viewpoint and
in the most dispassioned manner least we act in 'a detri-
mental way which will give cause for future regrets. We
must remember that not only our interests are at stake
but alao those of others, In many ways our interests and |
the interests of our neighbors are kindred and interwoven.
Therefore, we cannot act in a rash manner,

The plans, as already has been mentioned, have not
been recently devised, Their origin goes back to.the year
1953 when the company first sought out the sentiménts
of the city regarding them. At the time the: company has
received reasonable assurances that no serious obstacles
would arise toward their execution. Acting on this advice,
the company began investigating financially in expensive
equipment to carry out the project. J. C. P. & L. Co. in-
vested $10 million in this expansion program.

Power feeder lines are not new to South Amboy. We'
have a power line stretching the length of Feltus Street
which has been in service for over thirty years. Despite
numerous crucial storms and other disrupting incidents
such as the explosion of 1950, these lines have staunchly
held up. No disastrous accidental occurrence can be at-
tributed to them in this long period of time,

The proposed power lines are essentially of the same
nature as those on Feltus Street. The same safety méeay-
ures and precautions are incorporated in the new lines
8o that the danger or hazard elements are practically non-
_existenti Moreover, should anything happen to the line
to severe it, the current passing through the line is ter-
minated almost instantaneously, even betore the line makes
its descent downward, ‘ '

The power lines on Feltus Street, it can be verified,
are just beyond an arm's length from many of the resid-
ences on the street. The proximity of these lines to the
' homes has never caused any alarm to the people. Yet,
there is hardly a justifiable comparison in relation to num-
ber of-residents, acti ity, and utility between Feltus St.
and Rosewell St. Mordover, it is known that some resid-

ents on Rosewell Street offered no objections to the in-
stallation of these lines, ~ .o

Some serious consideration
pany in this matter. The firm has gone to considerable
pAins to survey various areas so as to arrive at the one
which will present the least inconvenience to the city
and the peopfe. It has been their policy to investigate ail
possible means of promoting good will and cooperation
with the city and the people, Above all it has endeavored
to avoid making a political issue of this matter,

Son‘w arguments have been put forward that the pro-
posed line should be put underground. It can easily be
shown that such arguments are not feasible. For one rea-
son the costoof such a venture would involve an expense
Spproximately twenty times the cost of overhead lines,
This cost would neceasarily be reflected in the increased
rates which the company would have to charge residents.
