Issuance of an emergency

Of the total cost of $6,-
250, a portion, or $650, will
be in payment of legal and
engineering expenses.

To, date $21,350.00 has
been created in emergency
appropriations. This sum
exceeds three percent of the
total operation appropria-
tions in the budget for the
year 1958. Tne three percent
total amounts to $19,618.64.
