Resignation As
High School Principal

The Board of Education
conducted a lively and leng-
thy session Wednesday in
which numerous affairs of
business were transacted. A
full membership was on
band to dispose of many
items carried over from the
last scheduled meeting that
had to be postponed since
several of the members at-
tended the League of Muni-
cipalities, conference at At-
lantic City.

Heading the list were the
auditor's report, a letter of
resignation for the princi-
palship of Hoffman High
School by James Tustin,
adoption of permanent rules
relating to the use of the
school facilities by civic or-
ganizations, a resolution en-
gaging, an auditor for the
remainder of the school
term, school repairs and
equipment and the continu-
ance of the Citizens' School
Committee.

Copies of the auditor's re-
port were distributed to.
each member of the board
by Casper Johnson who re-
presented the firm of Jos-
eph J. Seaman of Perth Am-
boy. The firm had been en-
gaged to audit the records
of the school year ending
Tune 30, '58. Johnson comp-
limented the board and par-
ticularly its secretary, Mrs.
Neil, for the excellent man-
ner in which the records
were maintained.

The firm also made three
recommendations regarding
the records. In some case*,
it stated, expenditures ex-
ceeded appropriations made
In the budget. Conceding
that such cases are some-
times unavoidable, the firm
nevertheless suggested that
greater efforts be made to
keep within limits set for
each account. It a 1 s o
suggested that a greater
use be made of transfer of
funds from one account to
another in order to eliminate
hardships in one htttanctf.
and bring about better level-
ing of balances in another.

The report also recom-
mended that a small balance
of $410.94 left over from the
old bond issue and* which
has never been contracted
for be transferred to the re-
pairs and replacement ac-
count in order to liquidate
this balance. An emegency
resolution was adopted to
corrtply with this suggest-
ion. Similarly, it was recom-
mended that an old war-
rant, No. 70, in the amount
of $6.25 which has been
carried for over a year and
never settled by the receiv-
er be transferred to the ge-
neral fund and the custodian
be so notified.

It was brought to tne at-
tention of the board that the
school has no auditor en-
gaged for the current school
year, Mrs. Ervin, president
of the board, voiced appre-
ciation to Mr. Johnson
thanking him for his help*
fulness and moved that the
Joseph J. Seaman firm be
hired to audit the records
for the remainder of the
term. Thereupon the mem-
bers of the ooard agreed
to engage the firm begin-
ning December 31 and end-
ing June 30, 1959 at the rate
of $750 per year.

Kurtz Selected As Ball Fields on Landfill Big Issue at Council Meeting
Speaker Of House

At a meeting of the As-
sembly in Trenton on Mon-
day, Majorit y Leader Wnf.
Kurtz of South Amboy was
elected as Speaker of the
House and will assume the
duties on January 13th.

Kurtz was chosen to suc-
ceed William F. Hyland
(D. Camden). Also elected
were Maurice V. Brady of
Hudson as Majority Leader
and Thimas C. Zwick as as-
sistant Majority Leader.

The eight Senate Demo-
crats elected Jos. Cowgill of

Camden as minority leader, a
post he already has filled
once during his first term in
the Legislative's u p p e r
house.

At Monday's meeting, Gov-
ernor Robert E. Meyner ad-
vised the Democrats that
the record they make next
spring may spell the differ-
ence between victory and de-
feat at the polls in Nov.

At that time all 60 Assem-
bly seats and 11 of the 21
Senate seats will be up for
election. Having captured
the Asemgly for' the first
time in two decades last
year, the Democrats now
have their eye on the Senate,
the last remaining OOP
stronghold on the state level.

Kurtz started his political
career her in. South Amboy.
He was elected councilman-
at-large in 1945, and served
until 1949 when he first ran
{or titc Assembly, wher he is
now completing his 5th term.

Kurtz served as assistant
Assembly Minority Leader in
1954 and as Minority Leader
inl956. Last year he distin-
guished himself as being the
first Democratic Majority
Leader in the New Jersey
Assembly in two decades.
During his past year, Mr.

Kurti introduced 61 bills in
the assembly, many of them
already pased into law, and
many of which were ex-
tremely contraversial.

At the age of 49, the future
is very, promising for our le-
gislator - educator. Kurt* is
already being boosted for the
1960 U. 8. Senate race, or
the governorship in 1961.

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An imploring and inno-
cent enough letter from the
Director of the South Am-
boy Recreation Commission,
John Zdanewicz, set off a se-
ries of fireworks at the coun-
cil meeting held Tuesday.
The spokesman for the Com-
mission inquired as *T the
progress made during the
contemplated baseball fields
and other recreational facili-
ties for the Land Pill area.

The tone of the letter
seemed to indicate a degree
of frustration at lack of in-
formation and final decision
concerning the future of
these proposals. It asked to
be enlightened as to the de-
velopments made thur far
and invited the mayotttind
the council members to*at-
tend their next meeting to.
be held Wednesday, Decem-
ber 10th in order to discuss
the matter.

Councilman Vanderveer,
who is honorary chairman
of the Commission, imme-
diately and emphatically
stated that the members
should attend this meeting
and let the the Commission
know how they stand. In
very impastoned and well-
selected words he disclosed
that the mayor has been re-
ported in various newspaper
articles as haying h a d
"talks" with certain state of-
ficials involving the land fill
region. At the same time, he
made it known that the ma-
yor had agreed- with the
council members to deal
jointly with the council m
this matter. Furthermore,
he said, that he particularly
should be informed of these
meetings with state officials
since he haa sponsored and
Initiated the recreational
program lor the area.

The implications, of Van-
Derveer's words were evi-
dent. He revealed that these
releases to the newspapers
by the mayor had the effect
of misleading the public - of
giving the people the idea
that there were ulterior mo-
tives involved. Furthermore,
he declared, progress in the
city depends on mutual co-
operation, particularly in
maters of such grave conse-
quence, of the future well-
being and tranqullky of the
community are to be assur-
ed. Indlvudual initiative of
fhis kind, he continued, onjy
delays and hampers the kind
of progress which is desired.

VanDerveer further main-
tained that prolonged dick-
ering in this affair is an open
invitation to the state to
take over the land perma-
nently regardless of the im-
mense stake the city has in
the area. He disclosed that
he has heard aa far back as
a year ago that certain oil
companies are interested in
acquiring the land and con-
verting it into an oil tank
farm.

The second-ward council-
man also indicated in strong
words that he is in favor of
retrieving all the land he can
of the land formerly belong-
ing to South Amboy. Un-
fortunately, he said, nlnety-
hlne percent of the territory
once owned by South Am-
boy was given away by our
forefathers in the,l$80's.

As for the reputed exten-
sion of Cheesequake Slate
Park through the Land Fill
area to the waterfront. Van*
Derveer continued, this idea

has little credence of feas-
ible basis since South Am-
boy* has street rights which
cannot b e disregarded.
Moreover, this idea was
brought up for discussion irf
the past and had been con-
cisely discarded, he insisted.
"We own all street ends and
have the first right to buy
the land of the sure decides
to sell," he reported:

Additionally, VanDerveer
revealed, "a master plan has
already been sent to Tren-
ton." This plan.lie said, in-
dicated in detail all the fa-
cilities South Amboy intend-
ed to create in the area-
boating, swiming area, hous-
ing, tennis courts, baseball
was enthusiastically receiv-
ed by Trenton officials. Be-
yond this, a lot providing
parking for 150 vehicles has
been stipulated in the plan,
VanDerveer continued, and
which would ulcerate city
revenues $4,000 - $5,000
annually.

VanDerveer concluded his
plea by urging, all members
of the governing body to get
behind this city plan and to
give it the immediate con-
sideration it requires. He
urged the council members
to not only ge t behind the
plan wholeheartedly, but to
take real positive action, that
is, take possession of the
land and thereby prove to
the state how strongly and
sincerely South Amboy feels
about this matter. He assur-
ed his colleagues that once
this is done, the state will
be most reluctant to reclaim
the toe*.

I n a final statement he
pointedly inquired whether
Mayor Charraello is or is
not for the city . . . whether
he is for the city at ah.

Council president Wis-
niewskt interrupted at this
point to ask about part of
the land which belongs to
the Federal Housing Autho-
rity, He stated that the city
owns 1700 feet of thie area
and that the city ie also the
upland owner. He too voiced
a strong opinion that the
prolonged dickering cease
and action be taken. Ae an
afterthought he made known
the fact that an ordinance
has been passed disallowing
oil tanks to the city.

Councilman Jankoweki in-
tervened saying that the
state can get the land only
by condemnation. "Let them
put us off r he declared. He
emphatically indicated that
he feels- just as strongly
about this matter aa Van-
Derveer does.
, Councilman Howtey en-
tered the fray by stating
that he feels the same senti-

ments and to the same de-
gree. The state, he said,
would only be too glad to

help us out U we went ahead
with our proposed plans."
We should do the same as
the boat club did, he con-
tinued. Furthermore, he ad-
ded, he does not know where
•the mayor gets his informa-
tion. As far as he knew, he
said, officials of the Naviga-
tion and Conservation De-
partment at an official meet-
ing held in the past consider-

the Department of which he
is not aware. It is possible,
he added, that the mayor
might have talked to such
a person or persons.

Councilman Al Jankoweki
urged that another official
meeting be arranged with
state officials as soon as pos-
sible. He recalled that such
meetings in the past have
always been very promising.

The discussion then had
turned to City Solicitor John
Mullane who informed the
members that a formal com-
unication has already been
sent to Trenton and that he
is still awaiting a reply. He
further added that imme-
diate* action ought to be tak-
en since the city's riparian
rights last until July 16th.

Councilman Swiatkowski
stated that there is no ques-
tion how he and the mayor
feel about the Little League
and the Recreation program.
However, he felt that it
would be better for the city
to obtain title before becom-
ing too embroiled in the af-
fair. The boat club, he ad-
ded, presently has only a
lease on the land from the
state.

Councilman Howley ener-
getically injected " T h e y
went ahead just the same."
Jankowski offered the fact
that the governing body
went to bat for them and
that maybe is why the club
has been granted this per-
mission.

Mayor Charmello then
took up the issue by disclos-
ing that he had talked to the
chief of the Navigation and
Conservation Department at
the recent Atlantic City Con-
ference concerning the Land
Fill and its tentative use in
extending the Cheesequake
Park. He was informed, he
said, that the state cannot
move since South Amboy
has claim to riparian rights.
However, it was. then that
he was told of the land ex-
change between the city and
the state which wtt pro-
posed.

Charmello further added
that he has strong roots in
the city, being born and rear-
ed in it, and that he ha* a
great love for the city. As
far as his interest in cit/
recreation is concerned, he
said he stands on bis past
active interest and record.
Nevertheless, he reiterated,
he is against spending mo-
ney on land for which the
city has no. guarantee of
ownership. It is folly.he con-
tinued, to pour $12,060 tn
improvements to land when
there is nothing in writing
to assure proper return on
the land.

Charmello further added
that "people in New York
are not in the habit of giving
land away." Furthermore, he
continued, what if a hurri-
cane should wreck the water-
front? The boat club and the
city waterfront facilities then
would be on the spot. Proper
protection and safeguards to

Council president Wisnie-
w rsld stated that he received
a call from the company
about two weeks ago inform-

This was the tes-
timony of the man who In-
stalled the boiler abowr a
year ago,

Jankowski disclosed con-
cern that no insurance was
carried on the boiler and
Wisnlewski agreed that in-
surace should have been car-
ried. Jankowski revealed that
he would vote in the affir-
mative but only because of
the emergency and because
winter has already firmly set
in. The resolution was adopt-
ed unanimously.

Ordnance towed
A second and third read-

ing of Ordinance 617 was
made. This ordinance invol-
ves a portion of HUlcrest
Avenue which encroaches
upon the property of a resi-
dent. Since no objections
were offered at a public hear-
ing of this ordinance, it w i t
adopted and read. However,
the ordinance stipulates that
city public rights will be re*
vived if either the building
Wong which this encroach-
ment exists or the encroach-
ment itself be removed. The
resident requested that this
encumbrance be eliminated
from his title.

OvU Defeat*
A communication was re-

ceived from the local Civil
Defense Council with the in-
formation that the regula-
tion for frequency modula
tion of all communications
equipment used.by the city
has been changed by fhe
Federal Communications Co-
mmission and that conver-
sion to the new frequency
has to be made. The local
defense council recommend
ed that a survey be made of
the total costs of conversion
and that all conversions be
" 'lie at the same time to re-

c costs. Councilman Van
• - -rveer suggested that the

clinician who does sll this
-vork for the city be contact-
ed so that he can determine
what has to be done. The
motion by rjowley that the
letter be forwarded to this
man was adopted.

A communication was also
received from the Sacred
Heart Holy Name Society
requesting the city's support
of its annual "Nativity Dis-
play Contest." The letter,
forwarded by Richard Sch-
ultz and Edward Zreblec, co-
chairmen, expressed thanks
and appreciation for the
city's past interest and co-
operation in this annual
affair and petitioned that
the city again have a display
in front of the City Hall
Private homes and business
establishments were also en-
couraged to participate in the
contest in acknowledgement
of its great significance.

Council president Wisnl-
ewski assured the Society
that this practice will again
be taken up this year and
that the proper commemor-
ation will be given.

VanDerveer alto brought
attention to the fact that
new street traffic lights have
been installed at the Sacred
Heart School crossing and
on Stevens Avenue near the
Knights of Columbus. The
former, it was agreed, is
excellent in both control of
traffic and appearance. The
latter !• a blinker type.
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Charmelo also stated that

he had rocjueated another
meeting with state officials.
At this point Wlsnkrwaki
asked Charmello if Tie had
requested this conference on
behalf of the council mem-
bers as well. Charmetlo re-
torted that no date has been
set.
. Wismewski remarked that
he recalls past meetings in
Trenton in which state offi-
cials appeared to be very sin-
cere and in which they fa-
vored awarding use of the
land to South Amboy for re-
creational purposes. Van
Derveer mentioned the fact
that the local Housing Au-
thority's letter to the New
York Federal Housing Au
thority group concerning use
of their land for part of a
baseball field was of the na
ture of a notification that
they have gone on record as
approving the move. It was
not of die nature of a re-
quest as might have been im-
plied by some.

VanDerveer further stat-
ed that the $12,000 to be
spent on improving the land
for baseball purposes would
indeed be well spent
should the land be used for
only a few years. What
needs to be done, he added,
is "kick up enough dust" so
that the land would revert
to the city. This appropria-
tion was made4 November 6,
was rescinded pending the
out-come of future develop-
ments.

Wisniewskl directed tht
solicitor, John Mullane, to
call up Trenton again and
to contact Mr. Gannon and
Mri Freeman of the Conser-
vation Department. He also
proposed that Asembly Lea-
der Kurtx be contacted and
asked to do whatever can be
done. VanDerveer mention-
ed that the mayor has stat-
ed that he is to meet with
Mr. Gannon again Satur-
day and that he be notified
and included at this meet-
ing. To this Wisniewski ad-
ded that all members of the
council should be notified.

Roeswell Street Power line
The Jersey Cetftral Power

and • Light Company peti-
tioned the council to grant
it a right of way and ease-
ment within the bed. of the
northeasterly corner of Rose-
well Avenue and Henry St.,
a location now used as a city
sewage disposal plant. Some
confusion on this issue arose
when Jankowski originally
moved that the resolution be
adopted. Within moments,
before a roll could be called
on the motion, Jankowski re-
scinded his move remember-
ing that Councilman Howley
was unable to attend the dis-
cussion of this proposal at
the last business meeting be-
cause of illness.

Councilman Howley there-y
upon called for the meeting
to be held back until the fol-
lowing regular meeting of
the council which is to take
place Tuesday, December 16

in order to permit .the; pub-
lic to vole* Its opinioft on
the resolution.

NawPaflc* Car
An emergency resolution

was introduced for the pur-
chase of a new police car
for $2,441.50. No provision
was made in the 1958 budget
for this expenditure.

Councilman Howley in
formed the members that a
new custom has come into
vogue currently by which
police cars are rented on a
yearly basis at a cost of
$140.00 monthly. This prac-
tice, he said, is being fol
lowed by Industrie* as well.
A new car is provided each
year and all maintenance du-
ring the year is paid for by
the renting company cover-
ing normal'wear and tear.
The company would provide
one car for marking and
another unmarked car for de-
tective use at a total cost of
$3360.00 a year. He indicat-
ed that a sum of $2609.00
was spent the past year on
maintenance and repair of
both cars presently used by
the department.

Councilman Al Jankowski
stated that the maintenance
and repair bill has reached
this total because the cars
are not traded of) each year
as they should be. The cars
now in Use are .1956 and
1957 models and are. wrecks.
New cars, he said, do not
need this maintensnee. Mor-
over, the company would re-
claim the cars each year
year with the result that the
city would lose $2,000.00 in
trade-in value on the cars.

Howley responded that 2'
new cars would cost $6,000
in addition to maintenance'
costs. However, the emer-
gency resolution failed to be*
adopted as four votes were
needed to carry in an emer-
gency measure. Ordinary re-
solutions require only three*
votes to carry.
