This
permission was made sub-
ject to conditions that
rights of the city shall not
be Impaired nor shall any

The mayor and council
received a letter from W.
J. Rigney of the NY&LB RR
stating that the gateman
on the unattended Augusta
Street crossing was called
before him to render expla-
nation of his departure.
