Breaking dovm the rate
it is $3.18 per $100 for th‘
municipal budget, $3.80
the achool budget, which
is hoped will remain the
same this year.

In Introducing the budg-
lvt, the councll expressed
great concern over the out~
come of a curreant court
case between the Pennsyl-
vania Rallroad and Wood-
bridge, which, if the rail-
road won could mean h loié
.|to Bouth Amboy of consi-
derable railroad tax money.

At the present, the PRR
pays $131,350.71 in second
class rallrosd tax to the
¢ity. The rallroad has filed -
an appeal with the state
for reclaasitication of some
of its property, which {f
successful wouwld deprive
the city of much needed
revenue.

The rallroad tax together
with the franchise taxes to-
taling $35,000 and the groap
receipis tax of $340,000, to-
tal more than 50 per cent of
all tax revenue in Bouth
Amboy. '

Councti President James
Harrigan yesterday attend-
ed a State House meeting
conceming the PRR appeal,
he seid, and intends to at-
tend other meetings in the
same connection.in the in-
terast of protecting the

One of the major contri-
butions to the total budget
increase are salary boosts,
with a $300 inerease for alf

~ Under the introductory
budget, the cfty’s tax levy
will be $235,573.06.
