which shows strong prom-
ise of extending even high-
er.

Without a doubt the pre-
sent favorable fiscal posi-
tion of the state of New
Jersey can In great measure
be credited to the skill and
financial dexterity of
Kurtz. At a time when most
states, and particularly
neighboring states, are ex-
periencing severe tax bur-
dens, New Jersey stands to
enjoy a balanced budget
without an increase In tax-
es. It is the result of what
Governor Meyner describes
as "prudent housekeeping."

A balanced budget with-
out higher taxes must ne-
cessarily be the fruit of the
efforts of previous years. It
Is h e r e that Assembly
Speaker Kurtz qualifies for
some well-deserved bows,
for as Majority Leader and
head of the appropriations
committee, he, more than
anyone, was responsible for
steering New Jersey's bud-
gets through the legislature.
One needs only to look at
Hew York's tax troubles to
appreciate the realistic and
reasonable tax rate the peo-
ple of New Jersey will likely
pay this year.
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Besides being a legislator.
Kurtz Is also a teacher, a
member of the Hoffman
High School faculty. It lft
a personal triumph for
kurtz that New Jersey
state Institutions of higher
learning will probably re-
ceive 68.8 million dollars In.
aid for expansion purposes.
Among his legislative du-
ties, Kurtz keeps In mind
the present and future*
needs of the people.

For Instance, the Tren-
tonlan legislator Is cogni-
zant of the fact that until
recently more than fifty
per cent of college enroll-
ment among New Jersey
students have been out-of-
state enrollments. T h e s e
states, feeling the pinch of
Increased enrollments, are
gradually diminishing the
number of out-of-state stu-
dents their colleges can ae-
ccmodate. In the very near
future, Kurtz reveals, these
vacancies will be available
to only the highly select
and scholastlcally exceptio-
nal students of New Jer-
sey.

With visionary acuteness,
Kurte Is endeavoring to re-
medy this situation before
It becomes a problem of un
reachable m a g n i t u d e
Hence his avid Interest in
the present and future
scholastic well-being of the
commonwealth. As an ard-
ent advocate of adequate
college and university facil-
ities, he strongly favors ap-
proval of the school refer-
endum on which New Jer-
sey voters will decide in
November.

Speaker Kurtz admits
that his present office In
the legislature Is the busi-
est and most demanding of
his entire career. Although
it is not a "shaterlng" year
bill-wise, he states, tremen-
dous pressures have been
applied to pass pet bills. As
head of the helm starting
March 24th, when he sub-
stitutes for Governor Mey-
ner, Kurtz will be subject-
ed to the full responsibili-
ties of that office.

Kurtz further discloses
that New Jersey Is the sec-
ond or third lowest tax-
paying state in the Union.
Currently, Governor Rob-
ert B. Meyner's proposed
budget calls for 404 million
dollars. (N. Y.'s 2 billion).
The House Speaker is par-

ticularly pleased over the
appointment of Dr. Mason
Gross as president of Rut-
gers University. Kurtz calls
him a "fine, outstanding
man, an accomplished edu-
cator and a man of excep-
tional vigor and devotion
to public education." The"
legislator revealed that he"
was "a little worried" be-
cause he board of govern-
ors and the board of trus-
tees took so long In making
a decision on the selection.
However, he confides, "they
ha.ve made a most wonder-
ful appointment."

The state legislature,
Kurtz presumes, will re-
main Jin session March 24th,
April 9, 16, 23 and 30th. It
has hopes of adjourning
the last Monday of April.

For S o u t h Amboyans,
though, the big day for the
state legislature will be
March 23rd when the gu-
bernatorial emblem will fly
in South Amboy and the
executive mantle will be in
the hands of their favorite
son, William KurtB.

Power line Decision Again Deferred by Council
The resolution granting

the Jersey Central Power U
Light Co. an easement and
right of way to run a high
tension line along Rosewell
Street was again a major
Issue slated to be settled by
the council Tuesday. How-
ever, several points of un-
certainty once more caused
a delay in arriving at a
definite conclusion regard-
ing the company's applica-
tion.

At a previous meeting, it
was decided to engage an
Impartial and licensed elec-
trical power engineering
firm to make a survey of
the safety factors Involved
In the proposed 34,500 volt
feeder line and to consider
the feasibility of alternate
routes for the line in place
of the Rosewell Street path
which has met with bitter
opposition from Mayor
Charmello and a Indefinite
group of East 8lde residents
headed by Bernard Mackiel.

City Clerk John Trlggs
was directed to contact a
survey team suitable to all
Interested parties. Of four
firms contacted, It was a-
greed to hire the Parson.
Brlnkerhoff, Hall and Mc-
Donald firm of N e w
York City to make an un-

\ prejudiced and thorough
study of the proposed in-
stallation.

The above-named firm
was unable to conduct the
survey and the firm of

The company jn previous
statement s has revealed
that It not only complies
with the regulations of the
Safety Council and the Pub-
lic Utilities Commission, but
even exceeds these safety
margins set up.

After careful survey of
alternate routes, the firm
reported that these routes
are either not suitable or
create even a greater haz-
ard. The H-frame Installa-
tion passing through Stev-
ensdale westerly, they said,
is alredy filled to capacity.
Route 35, they added, la en-
tirely too congested and ac-
cidents are too frequent.
The route along the rail-
road, they reported, would
be In too close proximity to
several large buildings and
to the South Amboy Gar-
dens development.

The firm recommended
that the feeder line be plac-
ed on the Bay side of the
Sun and OH Co. property
and the city's Sewage dis-
posal plant thence south-
westerly across city-owned
property to George Street
and thence across the Land
Fill a*ea to the railroad as
now proposed. This, they
said, will remove the line
well away from the resid-
ences on Rosewell Street
and the Sun Oil Co. It also
recommended that shield
or ground wires be suspend-
ed below the line.

He is a graduate of Rut-
gers, from'where he receiv-
ed his Bathelor's and Mast-
er's degrees In education.
His first teaching assign-
ment was In Hoffman High
Pchool, later In Sayreville
and Bound B r c o k High
Schools. He Is a member of
the board of trustees of the
local library; past president
and present vice-president
of the library board.

A life-long resident of the
city, he Is married to the
former Louislta Connor of
Trenton.

South Jersey as well. The
power line would serve ad-
ditionally as a r e s e r v e
source for power In case of
an emergency In the city.

The firm further revealed
that there were reasonable
and valid objections to the
line stemming from the
fume condition emanating
from the Sun Oil Co. plant
by which the line would be
strung on New Jersey Bell
Telephone Co. poles. T h e
report stated that this
would not necessarily pre-
clude an emergency or haz-
ardous situation per se and
that the line, as suggested
afterwards, was to be strung
along a westerly easement
currently owned by the
power company in that
area as requested by the
company.

The firm further disclos-
ed that the company would
follow the safety rules as
set up by the National Elec-
tric Safety Council. These
rules Include the spacing of
poles of sufficient height
(50 feet or more) at a dis-
tance of from 102-115 feet
apart and sufficiently Insu-
lated and protected by
heavy conductors and taut
enough to eliminate exces-
sive whiplash should a line
break. Effective circuit
breakers would also be in-
stalled for emergency ac-
tion.

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City Pay Scale for
Employees Criticized
by VanDerveer

During the reading of Or-
dlnanro No 625, an ordi-
nance amending previous
amendments fixing and de-
termining new salaries of
officers and employees of
the city, Councilman Jamee
VanDerveer noted there
were definite Inconsisten-
cies regarding compensa-
tion which he deemed un-

j Just and unrealistic.
VanDerveer m a d e It

; known that he has made a
thorough study of the pay
scale commensurate with
the responsibilities each
position and office entailed
and found glaring dlsrepan-
cles which he said should
be corrected.

He based his contentions
on the fact that the city
government b u d g e t ap-
jroaches a million dollar

entity which compares with
any large business corpora-
tion In monetary terms
and responsibility. He not-
ed that such responsible of-
fices .as City Clerk, which
pays a salary of only $4,-
920.00, and City 'treasurer,
which pays a mere $2,100.00
per annum, could not be In
Justice, overshadowed by
the. $5,065.00 received by
the Janitor and Jailer and
other less responsible city

obs.
The councilman called

'or a more intensive study
of this inequity before the
city budget Is drawn up in
its .final approved-by-the
state form.

VanDerveer said that this
is "running out of line"
with the work that Is being
performed. We .ought to
take another look and raise'
these salaries."

Councilman John Howley
replied that although he
concurs with this proposals,
any alterations would con-
flict with the 1959 budget
as submitted. He said that
the pay raises will not go
into effect until the state
gives its final approval to
he budget. (Recently pay

raise increments were vot-
ed for all city employees.)
