Easter With
Spiritual Fervor

The celebration of Easter
In South Amboy reflected
Joyous and spontaneous
feeling which prevailed In
the hearts of Christians in
every part of the free world.
Blessed with sunny but
somewhat chilly weather,
residents greeted each oth-
er with broad smiles and
warm feelings as they pro-
ceeded to and from their
churches.

For many, Easter services,
both midnight and sunrise,
capped a week of religious
activity more intensive
than that observed for any
ohter feast day in the li-
turgical year. As one resi-
dent Cbaerved: "It seems
as though I Just returned
from church only to return
again for another service.'

This remark typified the
activities indulged In hap-
pily and hopefully in local
churches. Oae city church
had all-night vigilance
Holy Thursday. Special and
solemn services commemo-
rated Maundy Thursday
the institution of the Hoi)
Eucharist. Meanwhile, pas-
sionate mourning was re-
sumed Good Friday, the
maddest day for Christians
Open tabernacles and al-
tars stripped of all orna-
mental coverings prefigured
the cruclfloatlon and the
repose in the sepulcher.

At times i% was difficult
to obtain seating in the
churches. In one instance
on Good Friday, worship-
pers ove flowed Into the
street. One oldster remark-
ed thfet It was most grati-
fying to see so many partic-
ipating with such whole-
some ardor, particularly
the younger generation. It
was with sudh spirit and
enthusiasm that local resi-
dents ushered in the Easter
season.

Despite freezing morn-
ing temperatures, hundreds
of residents arrayed In their
Easter finery, thronged to
thetr respective churches to
hear spoken the glad news
they all expected. Organ
music and choirs heralded
the dawn with "Christ, the
Lord, Is Risen." Invocations
and sermons heightened
the cheerful feelings. The
chill Easter did not damp-
en the .traditional exuber-
ance, and splendor and
Taeauty of the occasion.

,,El«ewftere, the enchant-
ment of Easter was every-
where in evidence. An esti-
ntwted 800,000 people stroll-
ed the boardwalk in Atlan-
tic City. Still another 200,-
000 were attracted to As-
"bury Park.

Despite the extravagance,
here and there, the peace-
ful and serene dominated.
Pontifical Mass in St. Pat-
rick's Cathedral attracted
a record 5,500 worshippers.
Thousands of pilgrims and
tourists participated In
services In the Holy Land.
The spirit of the Resurrec-
tion pivoted on the solemn
and the spiritually elevat-
ing. In his Easter homily,
the Pope rel/terated the
pontifical plea for world
peace.
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Sub-Division Ordinance

Perhaps no other land
displayed a greater or more
powerful Easter sentiment
than the people of Com-
munist-ruled Poland. Ac-
cording to one reporter, the
Poles were completely ab-
sorbed In Easter worship so
that strangers and tourists
were atunned by the leligi-
ous fervor observed there.
In the shadow of Russia,
the reporter wrote, the peo-
ple of Warsaw "did not
merely go to church, but
seemed to stay at.church."

This same reporter said
•that lines of Poles stretched
for b l o c k s before the
churches so that the lines
of one church gathering
became interwoven with
the lines awaiting entry in-
to neighboring churches. In
view of this, Communist of-
ficials not only stood aside*
but even cooperated, the
reporter added.

To moat people, the relig-
ious emiphasls of Easter was
highly exhilarating. The
"miracle of miracles"—the
Resurrection — transcend-
ed all and manifested Itself
in a most profound declara-
tion of faith. Within the
limits of South Amboy, this
faith rivaled the most en-
thusiastic rites and observ-
ances found anywhere in
the nation.

Kurtz Completes "Term" as Acting Governor

J.J. Harrifu C*. l ie
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Speaker of the Assembly
William Kurtz who last
week acted as Governor of ',
New Jersey in the absence
of Gov. Robert B. Meyner :
and Senate President Lance ;
has relinquished this post j
with the return of Gov. i
Meyner on Tuesday. j

In his brief tenure as j
Acting Governor, Kurtz put !

the executive signature to'
several bills. Among them
was the bill authorizing a
more liberal investment of
pension funds. Funds such
as the teachers' pension
and the police pension,
wfhieh have accumulated,
may now be invested In
common stock up to 15% of
the total for added income.
Approximately $750 million
in pension funds is affect-
ed by the measure.

Kurtz disclosed that the
power to purchase common
and preferred stocks at the
stock markets will be exer-
cised cautiously and dis-
criminateiy In order tc
safeguard the investment's
and to bring In the most
profitable yield. The Divi-
sion of Investment, which
will administer this power,
will purchase only sound
Industrial bonds bearing

Interest.
The Division of Invest-

ment has long advocated
such a plan since previously
it was limited only to in-
vestments carrying low in-
terest rates.

The new law, sponsored
by Senators McCay, Stout
and Ridolfi, Is identifiable
with the fiscal policies long
promoted and enceoiraged
by Kurtz in his five terms
in the state legislature. The
result la that New Jersey
can proudly beast of a state
budget which is not only
balanced, but whleh ope-
rates without higher taxes
and has a comfortable sur-
plus. It Ls a feat which tax-
trovibled neighboring states
look upon with envy.

The fiscal and revenue
ptcture of the state Is fur-
ther brightened by disclos-
ure that New Jerseyans pay
the lowest per capita tax
of any state in the Union.
The $51.45 per capita tax in
New Jersey last year com-
pares with $140.66 paid by
tJhe people of Nevada and
with the natdonal average
of $90.83.

Two other state measures
in which Kurtz took active
part are the Jobless Bene-
fit bills which are designed
<to extend Jobless pay be-
yend the present 28-week

limit and to increase com-
pensation payments and
the controversial scholar-
ship bills.

Tuesday was the day that
Jobless • pay ended for 25,-
000 New Jerseans. To com-
bat the recession, the state
legislature extended the
maximum 26 week payment
law to*39 weeks. New that
the 39 weeks have elapsed
fcr many, legislators on
Tuesday extended the mea-
sure again for additional
13 weeks.

Kurtz aLsc seek3 a com-
promise on the hciJy-de-
bated scholarship bill for
college-bound students. The
controversy centers around
proposals such as the Hil-
lery Bill which would per-
mit college qualified stu-
dents to go to a school of
their choice on state schol-
arship funds. The schools
of their choosing, under the
Hilalry BUI, could be with-
in ot without the state.

In Ms opinion, Kurtz be-
lieves that Rutgers Univer-
sity •should not be denied
these scholarships. He be-
Heves that education in
New Jersey institutions
promoted in order to meet
the mounting college en-
rollment problems which
are being predicted in view
of the increasing demands
f o r college educations.
These demands, he said,
are increasing progressive-
ly and college-qualified stu-
dents are experiencing un-
due hardships in seeking
placements, a situatlcn
which promises to be &;vte
in the forthcoming years.
Leas and less students, he
added, are being accepW in
ouit-of-state institutions. In
time only a relatively few
New Jersey students will be
able to find a place in col-
leges of other states. New
Jersey, he said, must re-
cognize and provide suitably
for this situation.

In his tenure a* Acting
Governor, Kurtz also sign-
ed the McCay Bill which re-
quires polls to close at 8 D
m. Instead of 9 p. m. in all
municipalities governed by
municipal managers. This
bill creates uniform closing
hcurs for polls throughout
the state. He also signed
extradition papers and do-
cuments giving leave to cer-
tain applicants to leave thi
state for oversea points. Ui
addition, he also Swore In
four trustees for Mercer Ju-
nior College.
